MILITIA LAW,
(Commitiee resumed.)

Hon. Mr. McDonarp : [ do not see any-
thing objectionable in the Act which this
Bill repeals. 1t allows the militia to be
called out in case of invasion or civil com-
wmotion. It also reduces the ealary of the
Adjutant General from £75 to £25.

Hon. the Presipext: If the Adjutant
General has to trayel through the country
aud inspect the militia, it cannot be expected
that he would do it for £25. £75 would be
little enough. The law at present in torce
only allows the militia to be called out in
extreme cases, and it is thought that they

*| should be called out for the purpose of being

drilled. Therelore, 1t is necessary to repeal
the Act.

Hon. ArtorNey GeNerar: That Actstands
in the way, and, in fact, it is a total pro-
hibition, for it expressly says that the
militia shall not be called cut except in enses
of extraordinary emergency. It has been
seriously called to eur notice by the Colonial
Minister as being without a parallel in any
pars of the British dominions, and discredit-
able to the Colony. Great commotions are
probably approaching, and events arising
which it behoves us to meet a8 British sub-
jects. We are iovited, and not only invited,
but almost forced, into a Confederation of
the North American Colonies for the pur-
pose of scit-defence; and we know this
Colony has spoken out sufficiently well
to convince us that ninety-nine out of every
hundred of the inbabitants are opposed to
Coonfederation a8 proposed. It therefore

It shows that in tha year 1863 the
amount of duties paid on the principal arti-
cles of importation from which our revenue
18 derived was £38,550 ; but if the Canadian
| tariff had been applied it would have been,

|ing a difference of £27302 17s. 11d, which
’we wouwld have had to pay under Conlede-
{ration. Now, that speaks in pretty strong
language to show that we would suffer great-
ly if we went into Confederation with provi-
sions which would render us liable to such a
tariff upon those different articles.

Now, it is stated that the subsidy and the
capitation tax to be granted to this Island
would wake ample compensation for the
surrander of our revenue. That subsidy is
£27.800, the capitation tax £20,250. The
habilities assumed by the Federal Govern-
ment would be X£062.000. Now, this is
pointed at, and we are told that it will bs
sufficient for all our purposes. They are
fixed amounts; and however much our re-
venue may increase, we are tied down to
