England furnishes salt, crock-
ery ware, cotton, woollen, linen and silk
goods, metals of all kinds, hardware, and
all other grticles required for a_rising and
rapidly growing commerce. The palm oil
trade is_expanding rapidly, and yet is una-
ble to meet the increased demand in En-
gland. Only a few years ago, there was
not an export of one thousand gallons per
annum from Monrovia,but now it I wel-
led to at least seven hundred thousand
allons. ‘The trade in ground nuts iv
france is becoming of great impartance,
and so it is with all the other articles of|
African produce, the demand for which in
England, France, and Germany is far
greater than the supply. Western Africa
is believed to contain fifty millions of inha-
bitants, and the natural products
country are rich and varied, comprising
gold, ivory, cuffee, sugar, dyes, fruits,nuts,
woods, &c.

Cavirorria.—The Steamer Illinois arvi-
ved at New York at noon on the 27th,
bringing California dates of July 5, and Pa-
nama and Aspinwall to the 19th.
