We are now in great danger of being visited by it.
Juisin New York, Boston, Halifux, St. John and
Newfoundland, and indeed in all the places to which
our traders are in the hubit of resorting. Thus sita-
ated, we are in constart danger of an attack from it,
and to what extent it wight prevail we eannot tell.
Since I last addressed you ou this subject there has
been increased foreg added to my arguments by the
nmuber of persons who Lave fallen victims to that
discase. Perhaps we cannot number them by thon
sands, but there hus been very many eases.  People's
minds are so intent upon other subjects that they do
not cotsider the danger o which they are exposed.
1 have & very painful ease before my wind now of
an individaal who, within the last year, lost his life
by this discuse. He was a medical stadent and rusied
into the fuce of dunger with his eyes open. He has
therefore fallen an early victim. It was an awful
case and surely it is saflicient to show that it is need-
ful for people to be cautions. He not only lost his
own lite, but he wmight have returned home and
brought the disense to the Island. I knew 7 indi-
viduals whe lefi this town during the last year, 3 of
whom have lost their lives by Small Pox. Those
3 were not vaceinated ; the others were, This proves
that vaceination aftornds protection. Those persons
who were infected might have returned to the Is-

thus be the weans of injuring the whole
country. I think this must be a telling argument to
the minds of yonr Honors, and induce yon to support
this measure, though it is coercive.

The mortality among children
under 5 years of age, was 50 per cent.  Of those who
recovered many were disfigured and constitationally

injured. Amouyg those who were generully vacein- |

ated the mortality was 7 per cent, and among those
budly vaccinated it was 1o per cent. Among those
who may be considered properly vaccinated, it was
less than 1 per cent. . It therefore appears that it re
quires especiul care so that the operatior: may be effec-
tive.  In —— the mortality among those not vaccin-
ated was from 35 to "s,‘ per cent ; having no marks
26 per cent.  Out of 187 who were vaccinated, there
were only 3 deaths, or 1 3.5 per cent; while out of
4, who previously had the Small Pox, 2 died. So
then there wus wore fatality after the Small Pox
than after the cow Pox.

Hon. Mr. SIMPSON wag of opinion that the
districts were too small, that in many cases, a com-
missioner could superintend twe distriets with very
little more travelling than one, and if he had the
pay of two he could attend to the duty better.

Ca the clause relating to the expenditure of com-
mutation money heing read—

Hon. Mr. SISIPSON said, that as some precinets
required more inbour than others, it should be left
to the commissioners to say in which preciuct the
woney should be expended.

On the 13th clause, which exempts clergvmen,
school masters and postmasters from liability to
perform Statute Labounr, being read—

Hon, Mr. HUTCHINSCON suid—This is an old
law which was adopted when Statute Labour wus
not commnted, and at the present day I think no
class of persons shonld be exempt.  School masters
should pay as well as others. If they are to be
exempt there are many other clusscs, such us
whartingers and jailors, which should also be ex-
empt. I think there should be no exemptions at
all; becanse it makes others dissatistied. 1 there-
fore move that the clanse be amended by striking
out all that relates to those exemptions.

Hon. Mr. RAMSAY—I certainly think that
clergymen should be exempted, wlether School-
masters are or not.

Hon. Mr. PALMER—If this were the first time
tha: those exemptions were proposed I might be
indufed to concur in the suggestions of His Honor,
Mr. Hutchinson ; but those classes of persons have
now been exempt for many venrs. And first, as
regards Schoolmasters, it d
they are asinadequately paidas any ¢lass of
in the colony. Probably the timeis not far distant
when there will be some important alicration wade
in the mode of paying Schoolmasters, and likely
there will be some” change made in the amount of
their salarizs, that will be the time to say whether
they shall, or shall not be exempt from liability to
perform Statute Labonr. In regard to Postmasters,
they are not compelled to labour, it is true ; they
may pui their hands in their pockets and pay coni-
mutation money instead ; but their salaries, in most
cases, are very little more than nominal, and there-
fore 1 think we should not deprive them of this
rrl\"xloge. But, of all classes in the Island, I
elieve there is none worse pni-l than clergyviaen, 1
think all denominations are in fault in this respect.
Even the amount of their salaries which is nomi-
nally fixed is not paid npas it should be. Therefore
I will not be induced for the present to withdraw
this privilege from them. I am disposed to let them
all go for the present; but I do not pledge myself
to go for exeinpting them in the future if this Bill
should again come before us.

Hon. Mr. DINGWELL—It waa right to exempt
the Postmasters when they had no salaries, bt now
when they have salaries, and when they have ac-
cepted those offices with their eyes open, I do not
see any reason why they, or schoolmasters either,
s_lu;ul«f be exempied. They should at least be
liable for theiv horses. As'to clergymen, I think
they are badly ruid, and 1 wonld ‘be willing to
exempt them. It is a great tax, and it is really
dugnulum,.lo compel men to work 3 or 4 days upon
the roads in summer, and also to compel them to
turn out to break roads in the winter. If the
publie money were properly expended I think it
would be sufficient to kecp the roads in repair.

Hon. the l'I(ESll)EN']’—lmnnot agree with the
amendment proposed, because 1 think the School
Teachers are very inadequately paid for their
services.

Hyde Park, on the site of the Exhibition of lb’.'fl,
or qn some spot hmmediately contiguous to it;
nor woukl any proppsal that can be made be more
gratitying to the Queen personally, for she can
never forget that the Prince himself had highly
approved of the idea of a memorial of this cha-
racter being raised on the same spot in re-
membrance of that exhibition. There would also
be this advantage in a monument of this nature,
that several of the first artists of the day might
take partin its execution, for there would be room
at the base of the obelisk for various fine groups of
statuary, each of which might be entrusted to a
different artist.

THE CRIME.

ROMANCE OF
EXTRAORDINARY TRIAL IN FRANCE — A MAN
CONVICTED OF MURDERING FIFTEEN SER-
VANT GIRLS—HIS WIFE AN ACCOMPLICE—A
HORRIBLE AND EXTRAORDINARY STORY.

The London journals by the Kangaroo bring
us full particulars of the frial of the mouster
Dumollard, whose trial and convietion took place
at Bourg. We quote from the London Times:—

The most intense excitement has been ereated
throughout France by the trial of a man named
Martin Damollard, a libourer, who for the last eight
years has been in the practice of murdering and
.ru!»him,' servant girls under the pretence of con-
dueting them to good situations.  Fifteen cases of
murder or attempted murder are alleged against
him, and it is suspected that he must be guilty of
maupy more erimes of a similar nature.  His wife
was indicted as an®accomplice. The trial, which
took place at Bourg, in the department of Am,
commeneed on Wednesday last, and was brought
toa close ou Saturday. Dumollard, whose hair
and beard were rugged and unkempt, is 52 years
of age. He regarded the audience in court with
aduall and stupid gaze, and his countenance denoted
only the lowest passions. His wife has nothing
striking in herappearance.  The followiig aceouut
of the extraordinary and unparalleled charges
against the prisoner is obtained from the official
acte d'accusation. On the 15th May, 1361, about
11 o’clock at night, a woman knocked at the door
of M. Jolly, an mhabitant of the village of Ballan,
and asked for shelter aud protection from an
assassin, out of whose hands she stated she had
just escaped in a miraculoug manner. The terror
depicted in her countenance, her disordered
garments, and the bruises on various parts of her
body, bore witness to the reality of the danger
which she had encountered. The name of tiis
woman, who was a stranger to that part of the
country, was MariePichon. She was at once ta-
ken before the police authorities at Montleal, to
i she made the following astounding state-
ent:  She had (she said) come from Lyons,
where she had been living as a domestic servant.
That same morning, as she was crossing the
Bridge de la Guillotiere, she was accosted by a
countryman, clad in a blue blouse, with a hump on
his buck, and having a scar on his upper lp.
This person inquired of her the address of a
certain registry coffice, and took the opportunity of
entering iuto conversation with her.  He told her
that he was employed as a gardener at a chateau
near Montleul, and thathe had been seat to Lyons
by his master for .he purpose of engaging a
domestic servant. The place was a wmost ad-
vantageous one, the wages being 200f. a year,
besides perquisites ; the work was easy, and con-
sisted mainly in attending to three cows. Thrown
off her guard by these unexpected proposals and
the apparent simplicity of the stranger, Marie
Pichon accepted the tempting offer.  She at once
got ready her box of elothes, and an hour or two
afterwards, accompanied by her guide, took the
train to Montleul, where they arrived soon after
nightfall. The man, putting the box on his shoul
der, told Marie to follow him, saying ha intended
to take a short cut to their destination. Suddenly,
after having proceeded for a long time through
lonely and untrequented ways, and after having
passed across several plowed fields, the stranger
stop] in the middle of a meadow and laid down
the box, saying that he was too tived to carry it
any further, but that he would go for it next
morning and take it to the chateau.
