Canada House

Canada’'s governmental, indus-
trial, and cultural headquarters in
New York, to bear the appropriate
name ‘“Canada House”, promises to
be an imposing building, worthy of
this country’s growing importance
In world affairs. First projected by
Canada’s Counsul General Ray Law-
son a year and a half ago, construc-
tion of the 27-storey building on
Fifth Avenue will, according to pre-
sent plans, get under way next Jan-
uary; it is expected to be ready for
business by April 1957. The build-
ing’s nearest neighbours will be
most respected ones: a historic
church, a University club, and an,
art museum. With an exterior fash-
loned of Canadian limestone, the
structure’s steel tower will rise to
333 feet above street level. From
the second floor Canadian and Am-
erican flags will fly over the busy
avenue. In the main lobby—the rear
wall of which will be of glass to
permit a clear view of the garden
surrounding the art museum—will
be the seals of all the Canadian
provinces. There will be a rental
area of 175,000 square feet.

The cost of Canada House will be
In the vicinity of $6 million. Tt is be-
ing financed by a group of Canadian
business men who, it is reported,
will turn the building over to the
Canadian Government as soon as
their investments have been secured.
Experts in such matters are saying
that, when completed, Canada
House will be one of the finest build-
ings of its type in the metropolitan
area.

Naturally, this refusal to have
anything to do with electricity is a
source of irritation to other citizens
who want it, and this has led to
widespread complaints about the in-
ability of the sect to integrate itself
into the social and cultural life of
the state. Thev cannot be expelled,
for they have become citizens; and,
even if that were possible, the Gov-
ernment would hesitate to take such
harsh measures against a group that
has contributed so much—without
the aid of electrical gadgets—to the
economic stability of the nation.

The hope on which authoritics
are now concentrating is that the
sect’s leaders will be able to per-
suade their followers that electricity
can be a power for good as well as

for evil. This hope, however, is a
slender one; for Mennonites are not-
ed for adhering strictly to any art-
icle of faith they have been taught
to believe is essential to good living.
It is going to be hard for them to be
converted to the view that what is
economically advantageous mus (

necessarily be spiritually uplifting.

in a world of intangibles. The ob-,
ject is economic betterment and an
improved standard of living through
self-help.

For 30 years the council has
served as a catalyst for New Eng-
land’s planned progress.

Through co-operation and co-or-
dination, it has germinated ideas,
planned policies and nurtured pro-
grams to help improve the six-
state economy.

This is the organization that
sparked the idea and served as a
model for the New Atlantic Prov-
inces Economic Council, the gov-
ernment-backed body trying to do
the same thing for Newfoundland,
Nova Scotia, Prince Edward Is-
land and New Brunswick.

SIMILAR PROBLEMS

Both New England and the Mar-
itimes are on the fringe of a west-
ward-growing nation, both have
declined from once great import-
ance in the national economy, and
probems of declining industries
have haunted both.

The New England Council has
helped the Atlantic Council in an
active way with speakers and sug-
gested groundwork. Executive
members look for future co-opera-
tion between the two bodies, per-
haps leading some day to a revival
of the once active and lucrative
inter-regional trade.

Walter Raleigh, executive vice-
president, says: ““All of us share
the belief that much good could.
come from the close co-operation
of two such economic councils in
the closely integrated regions.”

Rich L. Bowditch, chairman of
the council’s Canadian-New Eng-
land relations committee, says he
believes the Atlantic Council *‘will
create new horizons for the future
work of my committee and the
New England Council at large.”
PRELIMINARY WORK

So far the Atlantic Council has
spent much of its time finding its
feet.

Executive manager 0. Nelson
Mann, who calls the council “the
first Canadian experiment in ex-
tensive economic co-operation on a
regional bagis,” says that prelim-
inary work® has included the set-
ting up of committees and a round-
table seminar designed to germin-
ate ideas for future work.

It is conceivable, too, that some
day similar councils might be
formed in other Canadian regions,
such as the Prairies. Provincial
and state politics, incidentaliy,

sion of an extensive brief to (he
Gordon royal commission probing
Canada’s economic prospects. Now
it is planning for the future.

CO-OPERATING BODY

The New England Council gives
some idea of what can be acomp-
lished, and how.

The important thing is that the
council is a medium of co-opera-
tion. Here in the six New England
states — Maine, New Hampshire,
Vermont, Massachusetts, Rhode Is-
land and Connecticut—that means
the combined thinking and action
of 3,300 business firms, organiza-
tions and individual members of
the council.

Work is funnelled through 16
committees and 32 well-trained
permanent staff members.

The council is maily, as past
president Laurence Whitte-
more says, ‘“‘an inspirational and
interpretative  organization.” It
deals to a large extent in the
‘“‘powering of ideas” on such a
wide variety of subjects as agri-
culture, power, legislative require-
ments and world trade develop-
ment.

KNOW WHAT’S TO BE DONE
IF CHILD IS CHOKING

The sight of a choking child
usually causes parents to panie.

You're apt to grab him in your
arms and run about aimlessly or
stick you fingers into his mouth
in an attempt to help.

While it is true that you must
act quickly in such emergencies,
you must also act correctly. Put-
ting your fingers into a gasping
youngster’s mouth might only
push the object which is gagging
him farther into his throat.

UPSIDE DOWN
The first thing to do is to seize
by the legs or ankles and
hold him upside down. With his
head pointing downward, pat the
upper part of his back several
times to make him cough up the
obje&.

Sometimes this will work, some-
times it won't.

If it does not, and your young-
ster is till gagging, get him to
the nearest hospital at once.
M hile, have call your
doctor.

Emergency treatment such as
this is not always necessary when
a youngster swallows something he
should not. Pennies and buttons
probably find their way -into more
juvenile tummies than any other
non-edibles. Usually, they do no
harm.

These articles and even safety
pins ordinarily will be passed
through the intestines without casu-
ing any damage. Your doctor, of
cause, should be consulted at once.

Don’t give your youngster any

laxatives, physics or medicines
uunless  specifically ordered
your doctor.
If you child has swallowed a
sharp object such as a pin, your
doctor might advise feeding him
such foods as bread and mashed
potatoes. The theory here is that
these soft foods might surround the
indigestible object and help pass
it through the bowel without caus-
ing any injury.

You'll have to watch the bowel
movements for several days to
determine whether the foreign
object has been passed with
safety.

If your doctor deems it neces-
sary, he can spot the object with
X-ray equipment and remove it
with the aid of special instru-
ments. Usually, though, such ur-
gent action is not necessary.

QUESTION AND ANSWER

Mrs. A. H. C.: X-rays have re-
vealed that T have several diver-
ticula. What foods should I avoid?

Answer: A bland diet may
prove helpful in the treatment of
this condition. However, the only
measure that might prove cura-
tive is operation.
