This
vas a 414,000 gain over the prev-
lous year, 1,186,000 over the 1951
census figure and 3,123,000 over
June 1, 1945.

A crop reporting service in the
United States under date of July
20th reports that only scattered
showers had occurred in the so-
called “Plain States” but that the
drouth situation continues severe
all the way from Texas to North
Dakota. In Minnesota and North
Dakota the potato crop is standing
still. The same applies in Wiscon-
sin, These three states produce
consjderable seed and table stock.
Drouth conditions also continue in
Pennsylvania and New York State
but Long Island growers are using
their irrigation equipment round
the clock and are harvesting good
crops. New Jersey growers have
been hard hit with some fields n.t
irrigated producing only 30 bags to
the acre. '
On the other hand Maine and
New Brunswick have been getting
more rain than is needed and
blight has been reported.

“In this Province,” says Mr.
Peppin, “late blight was reported
by the Sclence Service Laboratory
as far back as July 13 and weekly
since then as being present in a
number of fields although not yet
approaching epidemic form. How-
ever the weather conditions we
have had in recent weeks are ideal
for such an epidemic to develop.
Every advantage should be taken
of any breaks in the weather to
apply a double application of spray
or dust as the case may be.

“This should be done by apply-
ig the spray in opposite direc.
tions so as to get complete coder
age. If Bordeaux misture is being
uged the formula should be 8:4:80,
8 lbs. bluestone, 4 lbs. lime, 80 gal.
lgns of water and. not less than
gallons per acre’for each appli-
tion or 160 gallons for the
good ¢overage is
particularly the low-
er leaves of the plants where the
often thrives best.

WASHINGTON (AP) The
United States has demanded anew
that Communist China pay com-
pensation for six Americans killed
and wounded in an attack: on a
British airliner by Chinese lighter
planes,

In a new note to China Wednes-
day, the United States also re-
newed a demand for “appropriate
punishment” of the . persons re-
sponsible for the “criminal attack”
on the airliner near Hainan Island
July 23,

The Peiping regime also was
called upon to “declare the meas-
ures that will be taken” to prevent
further plane attacks. .
