ADDRESS—ANSWER TO SPEECH.
(Continued.)
Second Paragraph.

Hon. Mr. McDoxALD : 1 do not think
there can be any opposition to that para-
graph. The object of it is to show that
we are willing to coneur in avy legisia-
tion neeseary to enable the tenauts on
that estate (the Selkirk KEstate) to re-
ceive their lands at the rate the Act coun-
templated. It appears that the prices
chrged for the land were higher thao it was
the intention of the Act that they should
be. I shallnot take upon myself, at pre=
seat to sny whose fault it is, though I
may eutertain a well gronnded opinion
of the reason why the prices were fixed
at 80 high a rate. Iewever, it is found,
upon looking into the matter, that the
prices charged will return a much larger
amount than the original cost and man-
ag-ment of the estate entailed upon the
Government, and this paragraph only
says that we will concur in any legisla.
tion considered necessary vpon the sub-
jeet.

Hon. Mr. Beer: I shall not make
any observations upon that paragraph at
present, for I assume, from His Excel-
lency’s speech, that a measure upon this
subject will be introduced, and, with that
understanding, I will wait till it comes
before us.

Hon. Mr. Parmer: I think mysell
that it is the intention of the Government
to lay a bill before the Legislature—such
a bill as will give that reliol to the ten-
ants which they seek, more particularly
as the Crown Officers have given their
opinion so much in favor of the pelition-
ers; but, without going into the ques-
tion, as perhaps a lawyer would be
supposed to do, it is quite enough for me
to say, at present, that I am prepared to
support a bill of that kind.

Hoon. Mr. Haytonrse: I am glad to
hear that his howor from the city, who
has just spoken, is disposed to take such
a liberal view of this matter, When the
subject was first mentioned, I thought
that, perhaps, the difficulty could be met
by an expenditure of public money vpon
that estate ; but, upon further considera-
tion, I saw that such a course would
not be practicable, and T conceive that
there can be no two opinions upon the
subject. It is just the same as if an in-
dividual found that he had charged a
larger amount for an article than he
wag entitled to receive, You would
say that the proper course for him would

be to refuud it.

Ton. the Presipext: I thiok the
course pursued by the Government is
just ana proper, and will be much more
sutisfactory than to lay out the amount
of the overcharge in public works, for a
oood deal of expense would be incurred
in collecting the amount, auod it is better
to meet the difficulty immediately by re-
ducing the price of the land to such an
amount as would make the property
sclf-sustaiving.

The President then resumed the chair,
progress was reported, aad the House ad-
jouraed till four o'clock, p. m.

AFTERNOON BESSION.

The Iouse, in Committce, resumed
the consideration of the Address in an-
swer to His Excellency’s speech.

Thrd DParagraph.

Hon. Mr. MacDoxarLp : It is found
by the operation of the T.aud Purchase
Act, that a large quantity of wilderness
land is now in the possession of the Go-
vornment, and they have thought it ad-
visable to introduce a more liberal mea-
sure for the disposal of those lands. I
believe that if they were let upou differ-
ent terms from those upon which the Go-
vernment is now authorized to let them,
they would be settled upoo, rnd torned
to some advantage. As they are nuw,
the timber is plundered oft them, and it
is impossible for the Commissioner of
Public Lands to look after them and pre-
vent that from being done, no matter
how many persons he may employ. We
consider that it would be better to let
them to actual settlers so that they may
be brought into & state of caltivation ;
but as the Act is at present, people do
not care to settle upon them while they
can get farms partly cleared to purchase.
His hovoor from Queen's County (Mr.
Beer) has said that the sous of farmers
have no inducement to remain in the
Colony ; but I believe that if these lands
were let upon more liberal terms they
would be induced to settle upon, and in
course of time to pay the Government
for them. I cannot say that the Go-
vernment has perfected any measure yet,
but it is my impression that if they were
let, with a right of occupation, so that
they might be cultivated upon certain
conditions, it would be an advantage to
the country generally. With a view of
having some measure introdnced, and, I
suppase, 1o ascertain the views of mew-
bers npon the subject, the paragraph in
the specch referring to this subject was
introduced.

Hon. Mr. Beer: I would be glad to

support any measnro to facilitate the set-
tlement of those lands, if people could

be induced to remain upon them. But
a good deal of the land is very barren.
Alarg tract in the vicinity of Murray
Harbor, a part of the Cuoard Estate, 1
presume, has been burned over several
times, and I do not thionk it could be sold
for any price. If persons could be in-
duced to settle upon it by giving them 20
yeers free occupation, with liberty to
purchase, at a moderate price, I think
it would be an advantage. No doubt, it
could be made good arable land, by the
bestowal of eapital, and the application
of mussel-mud,or something of that kind,
but I am afraid that a poor man could
scarcely earn a livlihood upon it.

Hon. Mr. DiNceweLL: Iam glad that
the Government has thought properto put
that clause in the speech, for if some plan
is not sdopted to have the land settled, it
will be plundered and become of less
value. I think it would be an advantage
to have the laud eettied upon, and there-
fore, the bill shall have my support. If
the Government get nothing but the tax,
it would amount to a considerable item.

Hoo. Mr. Baiperstox: I would
readily support a measure to facilitate
the settlement of wilderness lands if 1
thought any benefit would be derived
from it, but it may be that men of capi-
tal will take it up and become proprietors
of large tracts of country.

Hon. Mr. Gorpox : I am glad to heat
such views expressed, for we might
have another class of proprictors spring-
ing up among us. TIf the Goverument
would make a free gift of a great portion
of those lands to actual settlers, I think
it kwould be the wisest step they could
take.

Hon. Mr. Havriorse : This proposed
relaxutiou of the terms upon which wil-
derness lands are let, has, I think, be-
come necessary for several reasons.
From informatien 1 have received, it ap-
pears that the Governmont now hold
abont 130,000 acres, and only about
80,000 are considered fit for settlement
I consider the loss of population the
greatest calamity that can befal us, and
I think there is nothing more galling
than to see yonng men takiog themselves
off to foreign states just at a period when
they would be a bevefit to us. Tho ob-
jeet the Government have in view is to
obviare, if possible, that most undesira-
ble fact that g0 many young people leave
our shores and settle elsewhere. Ano-
ther reason is, that our chances to get a
share of that coustant strenm of emigra-
tion which is flowing towards America
must depend, in a great measure, upon
the facilities afforded for obtaining land ;
but, under the present arrangement, the

price of wilderness land is from five to
ten shillings an care.. There is a general
reluctance on the part of the youog men
of this country to undertake the clearing
of the forests. Whatever is the reason
they do not appear to be so willing to
commenece upon wilderness land as their
fathers were. It is a fact, however, that

regards the encouragement of settlers,
which may be scen upon comparing it
with other Colonies. South Australia,
which has vot been settled over forty
years, had, in 1864, a revenue, derived
from Customs alone, of £203,369, and
from the land fund, £263,266. That
land fund enabled the Government to ex-
pend a large sum for the encouragement
of amigration,and for the construction of
public works. The law in force de-
maods that twosthirds of the proceeds of
the lon4 fund shall be expended in loeal
improvements, public worke, &e., and
one-third devoted to the introduction of
labour. And thus, though the taxes are
high, yet the people have the satisfaction
of seeing a large amount expended for
local improvements. . Take avother
Colony: in New South Wales,in 1864,
the amount actually received from the
sale of lands was £112,719, or 12 per
cent below the receipts of 1863. Aud to
show your honors that these are not ex-
ceptioual cases, take Northern Australia,
or Queen's Land: in 1860, ouly 23,587
acres wero sold, and in 1864, 139,814
acres,for wl:ich;.€'210,725werepaid. Now,
I would like to draw the attention of your
honors to another very superior Colony.
If we had such funds for the erection of
public works we would bs in as respect-
able a position as any Colony in Her Ma-
jesty’s Dominions. I mean the Colony
of New Zealand, 1In 1864, the revenue
derived from Customs amounted to
£592,646; territorial, £714,770. These
sums, when received from the sale of
public land, place the Colouy in a re-
spectable a position, while, instead of that,
wo a*e languishing, or merely creeping
on, step by step, with our public works
and other interests to support from a re-
venue derived from taxation. I am not
going to say much agaiost the proprietors,
for the blame must be attributed to the
error of the Imperial aunthorities. DBut
ns to thoss wilderness lands, I think we
cannot do better with them than to let
them to actual settlo;s upon some easier
.terms than the Government 18 authorized
to do at present. At the same time, we
should esnrefully gouard agaiost sueh con-
tingencies as two of your hovors have
referred to, that is, that another class of
proprietors might spring up ; but the land
would only be let to actual settlers, and,
with due precaution, there wonld be no
davger of anything of that kind occur-

ring.

Hen. Mr. PALmer : I must say that I
concur very much with your honors with
raspect to the policy of bringing all those
lands into the market. I koow it
has been often suggested that it would
be better to authorize the Goverament to
sell the whole of those lands at what-
ever could be got for them, but I never
was a couvert to that epinion, for T did
ot coneider that the demand for land
was greater than the supply. Many of
the young men of the Colony, it is true,
do not appear disposed to engage in agri-
culture, but I do pot thiok it is for Want
of land. It may be attributed to some
inducements which draw them away
from the Colony, and probably they get
sor:a ideas from their restless neighbors in
the United States, who are never content-
ed unless tliey are turnicg over a dollar,
I conceive however, that it will be a dif-
ficult thing to draw the Aect in such a
way as will prevent its being evaded or
abused, for if actual settlement is insisted
upon, I do not think the measure will
have much effect. At present we pay
vo taxes for the land, it is costing us
nothing, aod it must rise in value. I
will, therefore, be cautious how I consent
to such a bill, and will not commit my- |
self at present as to what course I will
pursue when the measure comes before
us, It appears that we j;ave 130,000
acres of wilderpess iand, and 80,000
acres of it are considered good. That
leaves 59,000 acres which are not con-
3_"1"0‘1 &ood, and that is not a vast quan-
tity, 1 think it will soon come into the
market. We know theie never wus a
time when we were more i need of emi-
gration, nnd if we offer any proposition
for its encouragement, and people of an
agricultural class are willing to come
out from the old country, the first ques-
tion they will ask is, ¢ What land have
you undisposed of ?* We know that
many parts of the country, and in Ckar-
lottetown, too, it is very difficult to pro-
cure labor. Scarcely any man will work
for less than five or six shillings a day,
which shows that we want an introduc-
tion of a laboring class. It is also mat-
ter for consideration whether the lotticg
of those lands by auction will not induce
parties to speculate, for there will be
ways found to evade the Act, let it be
ever so well guarded,

Hon. Mr. MacDoxaip: I do not
think it is contemplated to dispose of
those lands by auction, That would be
a very improper course to pursue. Baut,
at present, when a man goes to the Of-
fice and enquires the price of any piece
of land, he is told that he must first pay
20 per cent. of the purchase money, and
we know there are a great many young
men who have not the required amount
to pay down. But if the Commissioner
of Public Lands were empowered to sell
on different terms from those he is now
required to demand, he might say he
would give a grant of a certain quantity
upon conditions of actual settlement.
That might be doue without any fear of
a monopoly, or of hiaving a second class
of proprictors. His honor, from Char-
lottetown, (Mr. Palmer), thiuks 80,000 |
| acres is but a small quantity of land,
| but it is equal to four townships, or one-

fifteenth of the land culiivated on the Is-

{land. For the reasons I have stated, I
[ thiok it is desirable that the provisions
of the ** Land Porchase Act” should be
so far relaxed as to enable the Commis-
sioner to let land withont the deposit of
20 per cent.; but T would let those who
occupy the land be liable, after a certain
time, to pay a fixed and fair price for it.
At the same time I would not allow any
individual to take a large tract.

Fourth Paragraph.

Hon. Mr. Parmer: Upon this sub-
ject I think we will be pretty much of
onc opinion, that is, that the present syse
tem of education does not give satislac-
tion to the Island, and that it requires to
be changed. And as I understand that
this is to be one of the principal Govern-
ment mensures of the Session, I did
expect something more definite wupon
the subject than what is contained in the
Speech. Perhaps something further is to
be elicited from your honors, now, that
the question is introduced, and I would
feel my self better informed, if I could
bear what the proposed alterations are to
be. Of course we are not expocted to
discuss the question now, but yet it is only
fair for the Government to indicate
upon what priocipal it is proposed to
oring forward a measure of this kind,
and, as it will probably be three or four
weeks before the measure is bronght for-
ward, the public will be anxious for some
information upon the subject.

Hon. Mr. MacDovarp: I do not
thiuk, your honors. that it is contem-
plated to make apy radical change in
the system of education, such as that the
teachers sha!ll not be paid from the
treasury ; but still it is very well known,
and, indeed, is patent to every person
who bas anything to do with the people
of the country, that the Act, as it now
stands, is the cause of a great deal of
lingation and dissatisfaction.  That
arises from the number of different acts
| we have upon the statute book. Almost
every year there is some amendment or
gome new acl, and it is found that they
have become so complicated that it must
take a lega! mind to sift out its variouns
provisions, for it is almost impoasible for
the school trustees to arrive at what the
wct really means withount consultiog legal

precocionsness about them which enables
them to do more than much older boys
could do in other countries. There may
be settlenents in which the opportunities
for obtaining an education are neglected,
but I hope to see more attentioni paid to
it. ‘The unfortunate side of the question
is, that the opportunity once lost cannot
be recalled. :
