A newspaper correspondent tells some
of the scene which he saw in the Washing-
ton almshouse. One of the first men he
met there had been at one time Attorney-

The principal reason for his being put
here is that he stole a (riend’s vest and
sold it for whiskey.

A man who was Stephen A. Duglase’ in-
timate friend, and who used to =peak from
the same platform with him, is a Wash-
ington pauper. When fortune smiled up-
on him, he used liquor as a relish, and
when her smiles turned to frowns he took
it as an antidote for sorrow.
