granting assistance to the extent of not
less than $200 to each cheese factory that
may add the necessary appliances for makiog
butter; and also to each factory built ex-
clusively for the manufacture of butter. Said
s8sistapce not to be granted to more than

| four of such factories in any one consticuency.”

—There is nothing which is so trying te
the spectators at a horse race, or which de-
tracts so much from the interest as the ted-
ious scoring which is tco apt to precede
every heat trotted. That it is for the most
part needless, and that it is due almost en-
tirely to the jckying of the drivers, each
anxious to get an advantage over his rivale,
everyone familiaz with racing knows. A
remedy for this is not far to seck in the
opinion of one breeder at least, with whom
a representative of the Turf Farm and
Home recently conversed on this subjsct
I'his is the empl )yment of a professional
starter. He gave two instances which oc
curred at the meeting of the New Eogland
Breeders last fall, where a professicnal
starter was employed, which demonstrates
the truth of his proposition.

The description be-
gins at a time when the business of the world
nas been suspended, and at a great mass meeat-
ing he d in the Iostitute of Fr.nce, we hear
the discussion of sc:entists as to the possibil
i y of a second deiuge, the drying up of all the
surface water of the globe, or the total dese
truction of human lite by cold, together with
all the possible phases of death paralleied by
the history of the moon. For acientific state-
ment and sensational effect this characteristic
prodaction of French genius is unique, and the
reader who reads this marvellous story—and
if he begins it he will certaiuly fivish it—will
have assimilated without effort a compact store
of scientific knowledge. Io this way, apart
from its absorbing interest, this remarkable
piece of fiction will hidve & distinet acientific
value.

A Destructive Hurricane.

Syosey, N. S W., March 21.

A hurricane on March 6:h swept over
the New Hobr.des Islands and New Cale-
donia, destroying many villages and csus-
ing great loss of life. A large number of
natives are said to have perished and ex-
tensive districts are devastated. New Cal-
edonia forms, with the neighboring Islands,
» most important penal colony of France.
The hurricane raged incessantly for three
days, and the rainfall was enormous. In
Ichio alcne ten persons were drowned.
Half of New Caledoria is fluoded. The
loss of property will be at £120,9%00, Most
of the settlers are ruined.
