] Spool Making.

| Here, for instance, are huga stacks of
| timber, and our ears are greetel wich
| the hum and birr so certainly associated

ing of spools, The machines employed
are various, Here the wood is being eut
into short lengths; there a hole is being
punched through the small round pieces;
while yonder a machine shapes the rough

It is by means of -he wood required to

ception of the enormous output of this
factory. Each day there is as much
thiread finished here as would wind riand
