MARITIME DAIEY PRODUCE FOR THE
YEAR 1893,

(Co-operate Farmer.)

Iu New Brunswick, as stated by the
Provincial Secretary in his Budget speech,
there were, during the past vear, 53 cheese
factories in operation, and the amount of
cheese turped out was 1,263,266 pounds.
The average price per pound was 8} cents,
and the total value of the output was
$104,219.44. The increase in the output
over last year was 369,066 pounds. Of
creameries, nine were in operation, and the
number of pounds of butter they turned
out during the year was 113,892, the aver
age price being 18} cents. Last year the
- \;mrl of b\utvr to England by way of St.
John was 220,000 pou nds, and now that
St. John had become a winter port po
doubt the shipments would be very largely
increased. Tue export by way of Montreal
was 150,000 pounds, the expert to the
West Indies was 22,000 pounds, and there
were now in stock 50,000 pounds, making
the total for export 442,000 pounds, the
value of which was $36,465. The value
of our cheese export in 1894 was $19,912
so that the value of the export for the
year, although the price was less, had
nearly doubled. The butter exported dur-
ing the year was 55,000 pounds, mostly
sent to Halifax.
In Nova Scotia somewhat incomplete
returns give us an approximate estimate
of ¢ m()gﬁ’ 1bs. cheese made and 230,154
Ibs. butter and about 1000 qts. cream sold
for consumption.

On P. E. Island we have the correct
fizures of 1,820,000, lbs, cheese made and
89,300 1bs. butter; thus making a grand

total for the Maritime Provinces as
follows :
