CONFERENCE REPORTS

Following this, the meeting
heard the addresses of the dele-
gates to the various conferences
across Canada. George Mullally
was the first to take the floor, and
from the last page of an after-
dinner speech that he had prepar-
ed, he ized the decisi
that had been reached at the con-
ferene of the National Federat-
ion of Canadian University Stud-
ents held in Edmonton.

Following his pre-sunrise tour of
the city, Mr. Mullally had settled
himself behind the conference
table and applied himself to the
task of compiling pertinent infor-
mation of benefit to the students
here at S. D. U. He brought back
a report of the progress that has
been made in obtaining student
discount cards applicable to the
various phases of life engaged in
by the average student.

James Noonan followed with an
equally heartening report of the
progress achieved at the confer-
ence of the Canadian Federation
of Catholic College Students held
at Saint Francis Xavier Univer-
sity.

It seems that in an effort to bet-
ter unite the colleges that make
up this organization, and to better
justify the existence of C.F.C.C.S.
it has been decided to dispence
with the petty projects that each
college has been engaged in, and
to assume a national project. This
project is to be the promotion of
the Higher Learning, but espec-
ially the Catholic Higher Learn-
ing among the general ranks of
high school students all over the
country.

Mr. Noonan pointed out the lead-
ing role played by the delegates
from Saint F. X. and asked the
student body to follow their lead
in the promotion of this new nat-
ional project. Ian Gillies, the last
delegate to speak, returned a re-
port of the changes in debating
procedure that had been agreed
upon at the conference of the Mari-
time Intercollegiate Debating
League held in Sackville. He point-
ed out that at last there is going
to be a standardization of debat-
ing rules and procedure through-
out the organization. It has long
been a stumbling block, not only to
our debators, but I presume to
those of the other colleges.as well
to have to abide by rules that were
unfamiliar to them as they strove
against the competition.

Now that permission has been
granted for the opening of the
Canteen after the night study per-
fod, the president appealed to the
good judgement of the students to
abide by the regulations that had
been posted to insure that this
privilege would not have to be cur-
tailed or suspended for some
thoughtless infraction.

SHOW CASE OF NATIONS

The “Treasure Van", a glorif-
ied bazaar, is a display and sale
of handicrafts from India, Greece,
Jordan, Egypt, Japan and Mexico,
carried on ‘entirely by university
personnel. The idea of the “Treas-
ure Van" originated with a desire
to help create markets for the
handicrafts of persons whose hand-
work is their livelihood. Thus,
many of the articles sold by the
“Treasure Van" are bought in out
of the way places from people
whose very life depends upon the
sale of their handicrafts---the peas-
ants who make the Manchadi Seeds
those who make the silver fili-
gree in Cuttak; or the clay birds
in Lucknow; and a group of peas-
ants in a village in central Greece.
The ‘“‘Treasure Van" is a spec-
ial project of the World Univer-
sity Service of Canada- an organ-
ization of students and faculty on
the university level in thirty-sev-
en countries of the world. Found-
ed after the First World War, its
aim is to establish a unanimity
and a spirit of cooperation and
brotherhood among universities
everywhere through mutual ser-
vice. As‘a result of this aim, a

esrities throughout the world in
their search for knowledge and
understanding. Sometimes this tak-
es the form of scholarships and
seminars. Sometimes it means eq-
uipment and actual money for col-
leges unable to function without
outside aid.

In an effort to help to finance |
and make known the work of
W.US.C., the “Treasure Van”
strives: to provide money for use
in the international program; to
create a market for the craftsmen
in various countries (and a retipro-
cal market for Canadian goods);
and to bring before the people of
Canada the beauty of the arts and
crafts of different peoples. The
work of the ‘‘Treasure Van” is car-
ried on largely by university stu-
dents who price, inventory, sell,
and pack the goods at the bazaars.
In turn, they learn something of
the lands from which the goods
come and a desire is created in
them to see the lands for them-
selves,

This is the fourth tour of the
universities that the ‘“‘Treasure
Van'' has made. We feel certain
that if you haven’'t inquired into
its possibilities before this, that
you . certainly won’t neglect this
opportunity to view some of the
curious products of what we often
think of as the ‘‘far off cultures’,
and perhaps purchase an item or
two as a souvenir if for no other
reason.
