PANMUNJOM, Korea,—(CP)
One hundred more sick and
wounded Allied soldiers cast off
the shapeless garb of prisoners to-
day and returned to freedom in
exchange for 500 Chinese and North
Koreans.

1t was the second day
historic trade, the first exchange
of sick and wounded since the
Korean war began more than three
years ago.

The trades will continue dalily
until the Communists have turned

Allled prisoners are being re-
turned at the rate of 100 a day.

The first day, Monday, there were
50 South Koreans and 50 others,
including one Canadian, Paul
Dugal of Quebec City, 20-year-old
lance corporal. who was  semi-
paralyzed.

HALIFAX, (CP) — The crew of
the 850-ton French trawler Vic-
toria was reported Monday night
to have abandoned ship in the
Gulf of St. Lawrence.

LONDON, AP)—Prime Minister
Churchill told a cheering House
of Commons Monday he hopes
Russia and the West will soon
sit down to a conference to end
the Cold War.

OTTAWA, (CP) — 7 Transport
Minister Chevrier says the Canad-
ian National Railways will buy an
additional 1,000 tons of coal a
week from the Intercolonlal mine
at  Westville, N. 8, pending a
study of coal- haulage costs.

Mr. Chevrier was asked in the
Commons Monday by Clairie Gil-
lis (CCF—Cape Breton South)
about press reports of a proposed
new subvenhtion system that will
enable the C. N. R. to buy more
coal in the Maritimes. The West-
ville mine recently has lost a large
share of its C. N. R. market and
was threatened with closure.

Mr, Chevrier said the Dominion
Coal Board and the Board of
Transport Commissioners’ econ-
omics branch are making a study
of the C. N. R's costs of hauling
fuel from the mines to coaling
points, on which subventions are
based.

“Dependent upon the result of
that survey,” Mr. Chevrier said,
