2.31. Her sire was Dictator, sire of Jay-Eye-

are noted for their bull-dog courage in fight.
ing arace. Kaiser's second dam was Monie
West, by Almont; she ia the dam of
Dictator, jr., trial mile 219, sire of Hill
Boy, 2.274 p., and another of her produce
took a record of 2.284 the t season. It
will thus be seen that Kaiser has a rich
inheritance of the best blood that stands high
in the records, and besides he is himself a
performer and a sire of speed at an early age,
and with increasing years cannot but make a
name second to none of the best sons of
George Wilkes, a horse whose blood 785
trotters in the 2 30 list carry.
