The Americans gained 750
points because the Italian pair
stopped at six diamonds. At both
tables the king of clubs was open-
ed and both declarers cashed five
diamonds and five spades, leaving
South with Q-10 of hearts.

On the last spade West, who
had come down to K-8 of hearts
and queen of clubs had to discard
before dummy, which held A-9
of hearts and jack of clubs.

West had squeezed and had to
make a fatal discard. Both Wests
discarded a heart, giving de-
clarer all the tricks.

The squeeze operated only be-
cause West had the Kking of
hearts. There was a better line
of play available which could suc-
ceed even if East had the king.

Proper play is to win the club
lead and ruff a club. A diamond
to the jack is followed by an-
other club ruff and a spade to the
jack is followed by still another
club ruff (with the ace).
