In’ August

OTTAWA (CP)—The summer
harvest has reached the
Canadian markety place, bring-
ing at least a temporary halt to |
nine months of spiralling living
costs

The bureau of statistics Tues-
day reported the consumer price
index for August at 139.4 com-
pared with 139.5 in July

It was the first month-to-
month ‘'decline in the index since
last October when it stood at
135:6. ' Since “then it -has under-
gone nine consecutive increases,
most of them set off by rising
food costs.

Food was the key factor this
time, too, except. in the other
direction_

As predicted previously by
officials, food costs dropped sig-
pificantly during August. Much |
of the decline was attributed to
lower prices for fresh fruits and
vegetables, reflecting the fac*
that the 1965 crop now has been
processed and it having its ef-
fect on the consumer market
DROP _EXPECTED

One official said that om the
basis of past experience - food
more . monthly - decline before
nices will undergo at least one
levelling off In the past two
vears, for example, the food in-
dex has dropped off in both Sep-
tember and October

Despite the break in the nine-
month spiral- the consumer
price index, the country's main
gauge of living costs, remained
well above 1964 l&vels. The in-
dex, based on 1949 prices and
representing a price samplinnir
of goods and services purchased
by urban families, stood at 136.1
in August '(a year ago.

In contrast, latest availablc
fizures on industrial wages and |
salaries show a continued rise
in pay cheques

The industrial wage index,
also based on 1949 levels, stood
at 211.8 |n June, up from 210.9
in May and 2016 a year earlier.
The index represents an aver- |
age of total wages paid by firms |
employving more than 15 people
in a wide range of industries

CLOTHING IS CHEAPER
While food was the kev fac-
tor. lower clothing costs—also -
ccntributed to the July-to-August |
decline 'in the consumer price
index. —Most™ other components
were up fractionally during the
month. |
The food index fell to 1378 |
from 139.0 a month earlier with
“lower prices reported for most
fresh vegetables, fruits such as |
grapes, bananas and oranges |’
and such sundry items as sugar |
tea, corn flakes, cookies, ‘ice- |
cream, round steak, blade
sroasts and liver. Most meat
prices continued their upward |
trend and higher prices also |
were recorded for eggs, fish, ‘|
poultry, cheese, and most
canned fruits and vegetables. |

The housing_index climbed to |

coal, kitchen furniture and |
household insurance.
