Held Posts With
Nat. Geographer
For Many Years

WASHINGTON, (AP) — The man
who headed the National Geogra-
phic Society since 1920 and edited
its magazine since 1899, Dr. Gil.
bert Grosvenor, retired Wednesday
at 178,

Under Grosvenor the National
Geographic Magazine grew from
a struggling publication to one ol
world note. Its circulation was s¢
small when he took over that h¢
carried the entire edition on hi
back to the post office. Last yeara
output was 26,000,000 copies.

The f{inancial success of the
magazine provided much of the
funds used for the society's ex-
plorations and geographic re-
search.

Grosvenor was hired to edit the
magazine by Alexander Graham
Bell, inventor of the telephone who
was president of the society in
1899. Two years later he married
Bell's daughter, Elsie, who accom-
panied him on many scientific ex-
peditions. They had two sons and
five daughters.

Bell's father-in-law, Gardiner
Green Hubbard, founded the so-
ciety.

SUCCESSOR NAMED

The geographic society’s hoard
of trustees Wednesday, at Cros-
venor's suggestion, selected as’ his
successor Dr. John Oliver la Gorce,
an assistant to Grosvenor ainct
1905.

Dr. la Gorce nas been associate
editor of the magazine since 1011
and vice-president of the society
since 1920,

The society’s trustees elevated the
retiring geographer's son, Dr. Mel-
ville Bell Grosvenor, from senior
assistant editor to assoclate editor
and elected him vice-president of
the society.

Under the elder Grosvenor and
la Gorce, the society said, its mem-
bership increased from 10,000 to
more than 2,000,000
