Obviously, West's free bhid of two |
clubs was distinctly llxht,—presum-]
ably West belonged to the “distri-
butional school.” Perhaps West felt |
that, particularly in view of the|
vulnerabililty conditions, he could |
afford this action, but he overlook-
ed the fact that such bids may have
8 definite and (usually) unsatis-
;n‘cu;ry influence cn the play of the
nd. .

West led the club four; East cash-]
ed the king and ace, then laid down
the diamond ace. He led another
diamond, probably hoping for a
ruff, but ot course South won the
trick. ,

Ncw declarer thought matters
over. Every ace and king was ac-
counted for—and West had held
none of them! Thus, in addition to
his four clubs, he was marked with
a singleton in some suit, as even
partial justification fcr his free
raise. He could not have a heart or
a diamond singleton, because this
would put seven hearts or five dia-
monds in East's hand, and East
‘vould not then have cpened the bid-
ding with a club, So West, was mark-
ed by his injudicious bid with sing-
leton spade! This meant that play-
ing for a 2-2 break in trumps, or
finessing naturally to the king-jack,
would not succeed, and left declarer
with only one attractive course,
South promptly acted on his ana-
lysis. He led low to dummy’s spade
king, and when West's ten appear-
ed, confidently finessed on the way
back, Obviously, his confidence was
Justified.
