Synod of Persia.

The following brief report of the Synod
of Persia and Kurdistan will be read with
more than ordinary interest. The meeting
was held at Seir in the first week of Nov-
ember. Seir is not ‘‘ Mount Seir” of the
Bible, but the favorite summerresort of
the missionaries. Dr. Shedd, the leading

missionary in the field, writes: Tuesday
evening and part of Wednesday were spent
In reviewing the work in over eighty con-
gregations and a wide missionary area
beyond. There was much to encourage in

the labors of the year, and some things to
discourage, such as cases of discipline and
divisions. The presence of the Spirit had
beenfelt in many places, and the additions
have been more than usual. The routine
business was all of a practical kind. The
mountain Presbytery, or Knooshya, was
divided, so that now there are five small
presbyteries composing the Synod. The
missionary work and educational work
called for discussion and careful planning
for the future. A churchdirectory of wor-
ship was considered, and the large com-
mittee having it in charge eontinued.
Steps were taken to secure a delegate to
attend the General Presbyterian Alliance,
to meet in Toronto.
