Truman Delivers
State-0f-The-Union
Message To Congress

WASHINGTON, Jan. T — (AP)
_ President Truman today warn-
ed Russia’s Premier Stalin to steer
clear of war or risk destruction of
the Russian homeland by awe-
some new United States atomic
weapons perhaps even dwarfing
the hydrogen “hell”-bomb.

And to the incoming Republican

administration of President-elect
Eisenhower, Truman bade God-
speed in coping with the grave

problems that lie ahead. With it
he coupled this admonition:

“We must stick to our guns and
carry out our policies.”

In a farowell “state-of-the-un-
jon” message to Congress, the Pre-
sident addressed himseif directly
lo Stalin as he cautioned the
Soviet Premier that vast strides in
the development of U.S. atomic

weapons and growing ‘Western
military  strength  would doom
Russia in the event of another
great war.

Bluntly, the President told Sta-
lin that war between the East and
West would spell “ruin for your
regime and your homeland.”

Such a war is not possible for

rational men, he said. He de-
clared 1t could send Western civil-
ization down to ruin along with
Russia.
Less than 100 of the 433 House
ol Representatives members were
on hand as the clerk read the
message.

others chatted.

\Wiolence Threatens
In Montreal Strike

MONTREAL, Jan. T —(CP) —
Police arrested 27 men and seized
a truck loaded with  sticks, stones
and bones as violence threatened
today in a strike of 200 private op-
erators of trucks hired by thecity
for garbage and snow removal.

The men, arrested in three sect-
fons of the city, were charged with
intimidation and conspiracy.

The strike began Monday after

the truckers rejected a city offer
of $2.25 hourly for operation of the
truck and a chaufferur's wages.
They were receiving $1.80 and ask-
ed for $2.75.
* The trucks had not been ip oper-
ation since the strike began. There
was no collection of garbage yester-
day—Feast of the Epiphany—and
there is little snow on Montreal's
streets.

Leopold Lavole, technical adviser
fo t Professional Association of
dump Truck Owners, said the ar-
rested men were members of the
Association and were  conducting
legal picket operations. They were
taken into custody for no apparent
reason, he sald.

In addition to increased hourly
rates, the Association asked for an
exclusive contract with the city. Mr.
favoie said hiring of truckers in-
discriminately by the city was an
important factor in the dispute.

The increased rate of $2.75 hour-
1y was demanded for hours betweer
8 a.m, and 5 p.m. the truckers re-
quested $3.50 after 5 p.m. and for
Sunday, holidays or emergency
work, such as clearing of the streets
after a heavy snowfall. \
