Brodey, a member of
the U.S. Navy Bureau of Aeronau-
tics, has found that moderate
strength radar waves can kill rab-
bits in a little more than one
minute and are fatal to rats in
22 seconds.

The minister told the House the
scheme may be enlarged later to
provide credit for fishermen such
ag farmers get under the Farm
Improvement Loans Act.

As a start in working out a plan
for insuring fishing gear generally,
coverage will be provided also on
lchster traps, which are subject to
heavy storm Joss in the Maritimes.

The vessel insurance scheme, go-
ing into effect about July 1, will
provide covérage a premium, of one
per cent per year up to a value
of $7,500. For total loss, the pay-
ment will be 60 per cent of the
vessel's appraised value. For ser-
ious damage, the owner will re-
ceive 85 per cent of the amount
by which his repair bills exceed
30 per cent of the value.
