The vine is propagated by seed, cattings or
lagers, as well as by grafting and budding or

soule time boforo ‘tho plant comes to bearing,
we therefore advise cuttings. These are from
a foot to cighteen inches long, consisting of new
or young \\uml with a joint or two of that of|
the preceding year. They.are planted so as to
leave only two eyes abové ground ; some litter
mulch is then put about them, and they
are carefully watered in dry weather ; cuttings
of this sort €0 treated, striks freely. Byl.lyerl
this is effocted by nkm g in the Spring of the
year, a sho>t, and cutting a noteh in the stem,
an inch or two helow the eye, and firmly peg-
pingit'down with & hooked twig; the luyer must
ept moist in very dry weathor, but not too
much 5o, as the plant will be likely to rot.
Cattings nra, upon the wiiole, preforable, and
wo would advise thoso who e viues, o ‘pro-
pagate them in this way.

If the ving is in nded rur ornament chielly,
or for shade,'it inay be allowed to grow freely,
but if frnit is required, it must be carefully

. The bost way to do this, is to wateh the
cutting, letting it produco two stioots, which
are to be carcfully trained, rubbing off all
others while young. Miller advises cutting
theee two shoots down to two eyes, about Mi-
chaelmas. Iu the next year, the shoots that
are produced from these éyes are, at the same
period, to be cut down to three eyes, and the
same process is to bo. repeated, leaving cach
nll'maw shoot to form mother. wood. Mil
Jer says:—*Vines rarely produce any hearing
shoots’ l‘rnm wood that is.more than a year old,
therefore, great care should be taken to have
such wood in every part of fhe trees, for the
