THE ZOUAVE MIRAGLE-WORKER.

Oxr of the lions of the day in Paris is a
cortain  trombonist ot the band ot the
Zounve Guard named Jacob, who is re
pited to cure all discases by the mere
agency of his will, The halt. the blind,
the deat, the palsied, the sick, and the
dying went to him, belore the Govern-
ment stopped him, in actual mobs, and
cnume away, it is asserted, whole and well,
without taking any medicine, or submit-
1ingTo operation.  The conrt
vard ol gede la Roquette, where
he wosked his@Ripaties, bade fair for a
time to rvival tif®@fanons Cometery of St
Medard.,  There was to be daily secn
there almost as great i crowd of earringos
and pedestriansg as were to be seen in the
same neighborhood when a criminal wis
to be guillotined. Two hours betore the
areival of the Zouave the court was throng
ed with invalids, sitting, standing, and
Iyingz, who heguiled the time spent in
wifiting by relating stories of his cnres
A st of policemen were always on hand
to keep order. As the cured came ou
they were greeted with cheers by thi
spectiators, many of whom would elimh to
the tops of the houses Lo et a nearer view,

The manner in which his cures were
effected and his mirncles worked is thu-
deseribed by o corvespondent of the Bir
minghim (Baglaml) Gazelte, and, as th
story of an eye-witness, is well wortl
perusal. e writes:

The Zouave admils no one to his pre
sonce who is not really afllicted with dis-
ease or infirmity, those who are led to the
Rue de la Roquette by curiosity being
cnmpullud to remain in the waiting-room.
Fortunately I was furnished with o letter
tromn his best friend, and beeame privil

ol
at once,

I entered the voom with twenty
of the most raggued and divty ol the wole
mob, and am thas ennbled to describe the
whole scene. The Zouave was standing
asif in & reverie when wa entered, pell-
mell, into the long, low apartiment where
the cures were performed.  He was lean-
ine against the, wall, with his eyes halt
open, after the fashion ol Somnumbula b e
fore entering completely into trance—th,

only difference being in the intence light
chot out from the living orbs beneath the
drooping eyclids.  He neither spoke nor
moved while his father busied himsell in
arranging the visitors upon the low womd-
en benehes before him,  Every erateh and
stick was taken from the infirm patients,
and placed in the corner hehind the door,
amidst the timid whines of the poor
frightened creatures, accustomed to look
apon the help afforded by these olijeets as
absolutely necessary to their safety. When
all were seated thus, leaning the one
against the other, the father, going close
up to the son, whispered in his ear. 1o
was aroused in & moment, and éoming
forward with a movement brusque and
hurried, savoring ol the military eamp,
and not in the least of the solemnity of the
magician’ sanctuary, he wilked up and
down for a few miuutes betore the enger
line of sufferers. To each he told the
disense under which he or she was suller-
ing, and the origingl «@®&e of the malady
and as no objection was made in any cone
case.

served him to stop suddenly, and fix his
¢ye upon one of the patients who sat al
the extreme end ot the scecond beneh, and
alter examining him for & moment, turn
aside with a slight shudder, which I ob-
cepved was neither of disgust nor dread,
but o kind of involuntary recoil.  He eaid
abraptly, pointing with his forefinger
straight into the face of the individual he
addressed : ** L ean do nothing for your
digense; it is beyond my power; go, and
remember it is useless to return.” This
was all, but the words acted upon the man
like a magic spell.  He ghook from head
to foot, like the aspen leal, and tried to
gasp out a tew words, but whether ol
prayer or expostulation it is impossible to
sy, for his tongue geemed paralyzed and
clung to the roof of his'mouth, while the
Zouave turned aside with an indescribable
expression of fear, certainly indicative of
a kind of intimidation. DBut this was soon

shaken off, and again passcd before the
iine, uttering simply the words, * Rise
and walk ! The sound which simultane-
ously broke from the assembly could find
no fitting deseription in any language. It
was a sort of moaning whine, a kind of
infantine wailing, « vidently produced by
iear and doubt. One teeble old beggar-
woman, whose head had stopped its palsied
shaking from the moment the Zouave
Jacob had fixeed his glittering eye upon
her, was the one who gave expression to
the feeling which had taken possession of
them all.  *Oh, how can I move without
my ¢rutches ?” and, having turped a yearn-
ing look toward the corner where these
ol®riends and supporters were standing,
with a host of others, she began to mumble
and moan most pitcously.  Butthe Zouave

looked for an instant down the line, with
w1 ominous trown on his brow, as he found
that not one of his patients had obeyed his
wrders,  No pretension to the sacred cha-
racter of & prophet or inspired scer was
there, for he stwmped with such rude vio-
lence on the floor that the easement shook
weain,  He alwost uttered an oath, but it
was unfinished, as he once more uttered
the command to rise and walk, so that
others might be admitied in their place.
Lhen came the mo t strange and  mys-
lerious moment of the whole ceremony.
One by one did every individual scated
apon those low wooden benches rise and
stand erect. No words can deseribe the
the singular spectacle offered by this fear-
ing, hoping, doubting crowd as euch ong
tound hunself standing fivm upon the legs
whieh dor years had ceased to do their ol-
dee.  Some laughed like foolish children,
same remained wrapped in stolid wonder.
while many buarst into the most heart-rend-
ing paroxysin ol weeping, 1t was then
that the Zouave stretched forth his arm
and bade them paunse.  All was hashed and
silent tor & moment.  The pause lusted foy
some time. I have been tolid that iv is al-
witys so, but lave not been able to aceount
(or its necessity ;3 and then the door was
thrown epen, and the erippled and  the
paralyzed, the halt and the lame of the
nour before, walked trom that long, low,
halt-darkened  chamber, with somew bt
gimid gait, it may be, but with straizihtened
limbs and measuced steps, as though no
ailment bad ever reached them. Oane or
two aong the number turned to thank
their deliver, but the Zouave dismissed
themm  brutally,  *Be ofl; don’t stand
suitly-shally.  Aou ave cured, ain't you?—
dinl’s cnough—now pictice mol le camp I
in plain Boglish, **Cut your stick, and
begone ! Bulore leaving the rovm I tira:
ol to look at the single patient whose cuse
Jucob had pronoenced to be beyond his
puwer to cure—the man was paralyzed in
ooth arms, and his neck twisted ali awry.
it was @ hang-dog countenanee—worse
than any Lever beheld—and the expression
of rivge, and hate, and fear which it cou-
veyed wis nnmistakeable. His et were
p;u-;;l.yzud ||lu,-\_\'1.-sc id taroed outward,
Phe Zouave's father searched among the
.ticks and cratehes lettin the corner lor
chose which belonged to the only cripple
jestined to remain so, and as he touched
sach one, looked with ingquirving glance to-
ward the unliappy wretch, who answered
with an awkward jork of his wiry veck,
antil he seized upon asort of wooden shelt
or go-eart upon wheels, wiich the eripple
had been used to push velove him. A boy
came in to help o rom his scat, and as
he disappeared, suppoited by this aid, he
attered i poignant groan, widi resound-
ed through the plicee with the most weird
and terrible effcet imaginable, 1 subse-
quently inquired of the Zouave by wihat
nnpression ne wis made aware of bis ina-
ouity to cure.  Lle answered simply that
i eases ob this kind aoveil seemaed to tali
wefore his eyes auad impude his view ofthe
patient, :
