T.oafing For A Living

pen, and loafing. ‘i

who may be planning to build a
new, or remodel an old barn.

To Plant Or Not To Plant

There will likely be some head
scratching on the part of a good
many farmers when it comes to
deciding on potato acreage. Very
rarely in the past has a year of
extremely high prices been fol-
lowed by one of good prices and
one fact is certain that it will cost
more to grow potatoes this year
than ever before.

For the farmer who went oul
of the business entirely last year,
it is going to be an expensive
business to get back in with seed
costing up to $50.00 per acre.

1t should be borne in mind that
it was not the general reduction
in acreage which entirely caused

this year's high prices, but the
fact that unfavourable growing
and weather conditions reduced
the yvield over all the chief po-

tato growing sections in this part
of the continent,
