Joined by a bone from close to
the neck to the navel, the twins
are ‘“perfectly developed”

“If we arc able to carry them
along,” sald Dr. MacLeod, “it will
be a medical phenomenon.”

“I can't see any reason why
they won't survive, they are per-
fectly healthy.”

The twins, with separate hearts
and lungs, were delivered by cae-
sarean operation at 11:50 am.
ADT Tuesday.

“It was a bit of sixth sense and
a bit of luck that we decided to
go ahead with the caesarean,”
said Dr. MacLeod.

One of the twins lapsed for
four or five minutes following
birth but was revived by artificial
respiration applied by Dr. A. R.
Billard. Dr. Bernard Steele and
three nurses also were in attend-
ance.

They were placed in an incu-
bator and the provincial govern-
ment flew In an emergency supply
of oxygen.

Dr. Ron Ritchie of the Chil-
dren's Hospital in Halifax, was
called to Inverness to help in their
care,

Operation Talk

Officials at the hospital, in this
coal mining town on Cape Breton
Island’s west coast, said it was
too early to discuss a possible op-
eration to separate the twins.

Mrs. Wyrwas entered the hos-
pital shortly before midnight Mon-
day and Dr. MacLeod said the
birth was slightly overdue.

Both the parents are natives of
Inverness, now in economic dol-
drums because of the closure of a
government-operated coal mine
and other troubles.

No Immediate
Tax Reduction,

WASHINGTON, (AP)—President
Eisenhower submitted to the Unit-
ed States Tuesday night a five-
point tax program, that offered no
immediate reductions in what he
called this “age of danger.”
Speaking by radio on “an issue
affecting all our lives,” Eisenhower
sald “we must be strong—and we
must stay strong” in the face of
perils brought on by cold calcula-
tion of Soviet leaders.
His tax plan supported that idea
by calling for continuation of pres-
ent income and corporation levies
at least for the time-being. It did
propose that a scheduled boost in
social security taxes, which would
take effect Jan. 1, be put off
It was Eisenhower's first .formal
speech direct to the U. S. by radio.
What it amounted to was an a!-
tempt to spell out in ABC terms
why he believes taxes must remain
high even though his administra-
tion has promised economy.

Prompt ﬁéps
Taken To Stamp

OTTAWA, (CP)—Hog cholera, a
deadly Virus disease which has been
kept out of the Canadian mainland
for the last seven years, has struck
at an Ontario farm.

The agriculture department said
Tuesday that 21 hogs have died
and another 29 exposed and in-
fected animals have been slaught-
ered and buried deep under lime—
the first aftermath of the outbreak
on the farm of Williard Cressman
at Breslau, near Kitchener.

Cause of the outbreak is still a
mystery. Federal veterinarians mov-
ed quickly to eliminate the in~
fection, believed to have been first
noted last Friday. By Saturday all
known infected animals were
slaughtered and buried.

Taking No Chances

But the agriculture department
is taking no chances. Serum has
been injected in all hogs within a
mile radius of the Cressman prem-
ises.

Community auction barns
throughout the province have been
quarantined for inspection and
disinfection. Until the source of the
infection can be traced, restrict-
ions have been placed on hog ex-
ports from Ontario. i

Unlike foot-and-mouth disease,
hog cholera can only affect the
hog population. It is not trans-
missible to other animals or to
humans. But it usually proves fatal
to hogs, and the department has
been careful to try to keep Can-
ada clear of it.

Premier Walter Jones of Prince
Edward Island, 75, and Allan L.

and Ontario vacancies, respective-
ly.

The appointments of Mrs. Beau-
champ and Mrs. Fergusson bring
to four the number of women in
the Senate. The other two, hoth
occupying Ontario seats, are Sen-
ator Cairine Wilson, a Liberal, and‘
Senator Iva Fallis, a Progressive
Conservative.

The Liberals will hold 75 seats
in the 102-member upper cham-
ber at the next Parliament unless
the Prime Minister makes further
appointments, The Progressive
Conservatives are represented by
eight senators.
