Lib): “It
10v. will be his opportunity and
challenge to show that the critics
were unduly apprehensive, that he
can be as acceptable as governor-
general as the majority of those
who have come from the Onited
Kingdom on behalf of the crown.

“1 kept one basic wrinciple in
my mind,” he sald, ‘“The less cut-
ting you do, the less patching up
you have to do afterward.”

After finding the bullet within a
fraction ‘of an inch of the heart,
