Lagging Liohaous

It seems hardly credible that a motor
carriage can not legally be run at the
average spoed of city vehicles in the
streets of London. The old law is still
in force that no seli-propelling vehicle
shall travel along the streets at a higher
gpeed than four miles an hour, and that
a man carrying a red flag shall walk 20
yards in front to warn people of the ap-
proaching danger. Last week an electrie
motor car was caught by a London po
liceman going down a wide throughfare
at 3.80 in the afternoou at the rate of
about five miles an hour and without
any person preceding it to give warning
of its approach. On tbe driver heing
summoned to Bow Street Police Court
to explain to the Magistrate what he
meant by it, his only excuse was that he
had done it before in the aggregate to
the extent of about 4,000 or 5,000 miles
without being found out.
