It is only one of
thousands of similar cases that have
occurredin this country, but is especi-

ally interesting from the fact that the
judge in his charge to the jury lament-
ed the many on the calender

which were plainly due to intemper-
ance.

The prisoner was a militia man, who
had just been discharged from his an-
nuai training. The victim was a do-

mestic servant, to whom he hadbeen
paying attention, and whomhehad
treated with the greatest kindness up
to the day of the murder. Onthat day
the prisoner, the deceased and others
were drinking together. Oneof the
