HARVESTING CARROTS.

Mr. Ware, of Marblchead, stated to
the Doard of Agriculture the method of
harvesting carrots as practised here, as
follows :

Our method is to top them, either with
a hoe ‘or shovel, (we gencrally use a
shovel,) and then use a sub-soil plough ;
and so far as my experience goes, it is
the only unse to which a sub-soil plough
can be put to any advantage in our
county. Previously to plonghing the tops
are raked off’ the fieid, so as to be entirely
out of the way. We then run the sub-
soil plongh directly by the side of the
row of roots, which lifts them out of the
around about two inches: then with
potato diggers, forks and hoces, we go
along and rake them out, so as to lift
them from the ground and throw them
inward, leaving room for the team to go
through again, We first turn a back
furrow in the centre of the piece, and go
round that back furrow, drawing the
carrots into the centre, and leaving a
space for the horse or ox to travel, with-
out trending upon the carrots. That
leaves them spread all over the surface
of the ground. We do that in the fore-
noon ; in the afternoon we pick them up,
throw them into the carts, and put them
into the cellar, That gives about half
a day’s time for the carrots to dry, and in
picking them from the ground and throw-
ing them into baskets, the dirt is mostly
shaken olf, so that, if the weather is
suitable—and dry weather ought to be
choscn for the harvesting of roots—they
will go into the cellar dry, which, in my
opinion, is very important.—.Muss, State
Agricultural Leport,

toor-Pruxiyg.—At which time in
the year should fruit-trees be pruned at
the raot, to make them produce fruit, in
place of rank growth of foliage, the trees
being principally pear-trees 2 'T'he work
may be done in autumn, after the trees
have shed their leaves, or carly in spring,
before the leaves have begun to swell
their buds,  Should prefer autumn, Dig
a trench aroumnd the tree, a suflicient dis-
tance from the tree, and ent off all the
roots with a sharp spade or knife; and
then fill in with some well-decayed man-
ure .mixed with loam, and fill up the
trench again. By this process, the lux-
uriance of the tree is checked and fruit-
buds are formed. It is a good method
to practise, especially in small gardens.—
A, Jour, of Lorticulture.
TLiyve.—Tt is not difficult to conduct
an cxperiment, in the most satisfactory
manner, in the usc of lime as a fertilizer,
All that is requisite is to harrow it into
the ground soon after it is sown, If the
crops where lime was applied appear no
better and the yield of grain is no heavier
than where no lime was sowaed, it is safe
to conclude that lime, as a fertilizer, will
be of little or no value on thatland. An
application of liwe on some soils aug-
ments its productiveness in a most
wonderful manner ; while on other kinds
of ground ncither a heavy application nor

'a light dressing will produce any differ-

ence in the vield of grain or of grass.
