Dr. Yves Evenou was hurriedly
transferred to hospital from
prison when he beame ill but ef-
forts to save his life failed.

Evenou, 49, and his mistress,
47-year-old Simone Deschamps—
described as the ‘‘demon lovers
of Voisy” by French uewspapers
—were accused of murdering the
doctor’s drugged wife early last
year. >
Their trial had not been set,
however, pending further investi-
gation of the case. Miss Des-
champs still is being held.

Miss Deschamps told police
that, naked except for black
gloves and ballet shoes, she
stabbed Mrs. Evenou while the
doctor pointed ‘‘that’s her heart.

The woman woke up with the
first thrust and murmured:
“What is hurting me?”

“Go back to sleep,” the doctor
told her. “It is a nightmare.”

The League is ‘the combined
effort of all branches of the
electrical  industry, including
Electrical Contractors, Building
Contractors, Architects, Utilities,
Electrical Inspectors, Appliance
Dealers and Electrical Distribu-
tors, and is designed to help the
people of this Province in their
day to day living, electrically.

The obvious advantages of the
use of electricity as an energy
source can only be enjoyed by
the public if the wiring system
of the home is of sufficient size
to’ allow for the efficient and
safe operation of the 70 odd elec-
trical appliances in use today.

A standard or yard stick has
been established by which the
home owner can assess his own
wiring system,' or can judge the
wiring system in new or old
houses offered for sale. This
standard is known as ‘‘Red
Seal”. :

Electric Service Leagues are
now set up in all but two of the
Canadian Provinces, to which
the home owners may go for ad-
vice and guidance. The Leagues,
sponsored by all segments of
the industry, are non-profit or-
ganizations, and give free ad-
vice and assistance to all home
owners.

To obtain a “Red Seal” cer-
tificate of adequate wiring the
home owner submits his speci-
fications to the League. Upon
completion of the installation to
“Red Seal” standards, a Certi-
ficate of Approval is issued to
the owner and a ‘“Red Seal” is
applied to the Service Switch in
his home as a permanent desig-
nation of adequate wiring for
the safe and efficient operation
of the electrical appliances of
today and tomorrow.
