They never bniit a bridge, cut a trail, or
m e asingle public improvement to belp
in the development of the country, Al
that has been done in this line has been
dove by the chaio~gang of Dawscn, and [
think that the extent of their work is oue
drain and two little two penny ha’penny
bridges in Dawson City; aud all thie in
face of thejfact that they must Lave receivs
ed hundreds of thousands of dollarsof
revenue. How different the British Col~
umbia Governmeat acted at the time of
the Carriboo gold finds. They constructed
ajwagon-road which can vet be seen from
the line of the C. P. R., a road which rar
over hills, across gullies, and sarousd
cliffs for miles, and which was
by section men regularly stationed. But
here in a much richer field, controlled
a much bigger government, the ooly
is up the Bonanza ('reek, built by & com~
pany which charges oue cent per pound
for every pound which the poor miner
hauls over it. They built their bridges
over thecreekin such a way that a man
can't draw his eled on the creek which
was the former trail. Of course this trail
is & great improvement, but why should
such a monopoly be given to any com-
pany; surely itis the duty of the govern-
ment to give us free roads. Indeed, there
is & strong suspicion that a fair shareof
these immense prcfiss will fiud its way
into the pockets of the offi:ials of the
government iteelf. Quite recently another
such monopoly has been granted for the
coustruction of a so-called tramway vp
the Hunker Creek.

I often felt like writing a letter to the
press describing the country, my o®u
experience, and the characier of the gov-
ernment, but one gets little opportaniy for
doing such. Besides, the hard-bips of the
country seem 10 make a man ca'lous o
all abuses. Hoping to hear from you
