AUCKLAND, N.Z., (CP)— The
buoyant state of New Zealand's
economy is reflectéd in the budget
presented Thursday by Prime Min-
ister Sidney Holland.

It makes provision for a vigorous
program of public works and gives
further social welfare benefits, but
still makes tax concessions total-
ling about $30,000,000.

Holland said New Zealand's over-
seas assets are the highest in his-
tory, totalling £139,000,000. He an-
nounced that the exchange alloca-
tion system imposed in 1952 to pro-
tect overseas reserves as a result
o! abnormally high imports will
end at the close of the present year.

EXTENDS BENEFITS

Holland announced extension ot
the social security structure to
provide greater benefits for widows
and government pensjoners.

A long list of tax concessions in-
cluded the exemption of many
goods from the sales tax, reduc-
tion in land taxes, and reorganiza-
tion of the income tax structure
to ailow greater exemptions for &4
taxpayer and his wife and children.

A concession also has been made
to assist families where the wife
works. Henceforth the income tax
rate won't be assessed on the total
family income if either partner
earns less than §1,500 annually
Total effect of the tax concessions
is to exempt further a large group
of middle-income families from in-
come tax, though they remain
liable for the social security tax
which 1s levied at a flat rate of
7% per cent on all income.

Holland budgetted for a small
surplus of £509,000.

Controls on dollar exchange wil
continue, however, and also import
iicensing in the case of 300 out of
950 items on the import schedule,
but otherwise importers will be
able to buy according to their re-
sources.

Holland reviewed the great eapt-
tal works in progress in the coun-
try, including big timber and news
print projects and large hydro-
electric schemes. He announced a
plan to use New Zealand's vast
underground natural steam re-
sources for production of heavy
