Every dead bough
is lopped off; then,after the sap has risen
sulficiently to show where the blossoms
will be; I cataway' all the other branches
Iaying none on, and also the extremity
of every limb the lower part of which
bears'a considerable number of buds—
thus coneentrating the sap of the tree upon
the maturation of its fruits, and saving
whiat would be a useless expenditure of
strength.  In the quinee, apricot, and
peach trees, this is very important, as
these are very apt to be luxuriant in
leaves, and destitute of fruit. You may
think this injures the trees ; but it ddes
not, for you will find trees laden with
frait’ which formerly yielded ' nothing.

Of course all other well-known precau-
tionsmust be attended to—suchas: cut-
ting out worms from the roots, placing old
iron on the limbsswhich acts asa tonic to
the sap, &c...
