East-West were using the weak
two-bid, which is employed by a
few experts for its preemptive
value. (With a strong hand, they
start off with the artifical bid of
of two clubs.)

West opened the heart king. De-
clarer won with the ace and led
his singletcn diamand toward duni-
my, There was some temptation to
put up the king when West played
low, but the weak two-bid told
South that West probably did not
have an ace outside of his gccd
heart suit, so declarer put in the
diamond jack from dummy-—not,
that this made much difference.
East won with the queen and led
back a heart, in a attempt to force
dummy’s trumps and in that way
protect his cwn spade king.

After ruffing the heart lead In
dummy, South led the spade jack
and let it ride. He then ruffed =
diamond and ruffed his last heart
with the spade ten. Now he ruffed
another diamond, and when West
showed out, the original distribut-
ion of all hands was fairly well
marked.

It would have been a serious er-
ror for South to lead a low clubd
at this point, because East could
have won with the queen and, by

this error, however, He cashed the
club ace and led a second round.
Observe what this did to the de-
fenders. If West ducked and let
East win, East’s diamond or trump
return would give declarer an
easy trump coup -or trump
finesse against East, and he woutd
simply win his six spade tricks,
the heart ace, two heart ruffs and
the club ace, Conversely, if West
put up the club king, he would
drop East's queen, and South
«would lose only one club trick.
