Grocery Chain
Head Critical Of

TORONTO (CP) — Thomas G.
McCormack, president of Domin-
jon Stores Ltd., criticized the sys-
tem of trading stamps in grocery
merchandising.

The trading-stamp system is
operated usually = by seperate
companies which through ar-
rangement with stores, issue the
stamps and redeem them for a
select list ‘of merchandise.

Speaking to the annual meeting
of Dominion Stores, Mr. McCor-
mack said that the system is in
violation of a law ‘‘which has pro-
tected Canadian shoppers from
exploitation for 50 ‘years,” and
that unless the law is enforced
more strictly, the practice will
|spread across Canada.
| 'Mr. McCormack said every
food item would incease in cost
by two per cent, resulting in de-
creased markets and lower in-
come for farmers.

North, with 20 high card points,
chose the best rebid, three no-
trump. South’s announced mini-
mum of 6 points, and his presum-
ably balanced hand, indicated that
the combined best chance for
game was at motrump. A rebid
of three diamonds does not serve
much purpose. Even if there is a
diamond fit, the play for nine
tricks at notrump looks easier than
an eleven trick contract. Game
in hearts is unlikely in view of
South’s failure to raise to two
hearts immediately. .
East won the spade lead .wuh
the king, and returned the eight,
South’s queen losing to the ace.
A third round of spades lost to
declarer’'s ten. South forced out
the ace of clubs and took the rest
of the tricks, making four no -
trump. Better defense by West yvlll
defeat three notrump one trick.
By making use of one of the
conventions which govern defense,
West can defeat the contract. 1f
East has two spades left, after
winning the king, his correct re-
turn lead is the higher one. There-
fore, since East returned the eight,
West can tell that the declarer
has the ten of spades, even though
South played the queen on the sec-
ond trick. The next problem that

West has to solve is the question
of who has the missing six of
spades. This he can do by teniat-
ively placing it in South's hand,
but the possibility 18 quickly dis-
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the queen on trick two. If declar-
er had originally Q-10-6-5 in spades,
while he might play the five on
the opening lead, he ould surely
play the six on the second trick,
since dummy’s jack is a command-
ing card next to the outstanding
ace. It would cost South a trick
to play the queen instead of the
six if he had it. Therefore, East
must be presumed to hold the six
of spades.

Once this is granted, West must
allow the queen of spades to win
the trick since he wants to main-
tain communication with East's
six of spades. The declarer can-
