But in Communist Yugoslavia,
requiem masses were ordered in
all Roman Catholic churches in
Belgrade. The government radio,
however, mentioned the Pope’s
death only briefly.

In Communist Poland, thous-
ands of Polish Catholics prayed
in the churches.

In Ireland, radios broadcast sol-
emn music and all flags flew at
half staff.
