MANITOBA SCHOOLS P.TITION,

The following petition is being signed
by the Roman Cathelics of Canada:

To His Excellency the Governor-General-
in-Council :
May it please Your Excellency :

We, the uudersigned Catholies of the
Dominion of Canada, and loyal subjects of
Her Gracious Majesty the Queen, respect-
fully beg permission to state the follow ing:

That during the session of the Dominion
Parliament, of 1894, a petition asking for
redress of the grievance: of whi‘h the
Catholics-of the Canadian Northwest com
plain, in the matter of education, an
signed by His Emineunce, the Cardinal
A;rlnlm!wp of Quebee, and by all the
Archbishops and Bishops of Canada, was
presented 1o His Excelleacy the Governor-
General-n-Council and to the membe s of
the Senate and to. the. members of the
House of Commons.

In language full of digoity and truth,
the Canadian Episcopacy exposed clearly
the rights of the Catholics, their duties as
well as their grievances. It showed how
the Catholice af Manitoba, afier having
enjoyed until the year 1890, the right of
bringing up their children and bhaving
them educated in schools kept according
to their religious convictions, they were
dispossessed of them in an unjust and arbi
trary manover. It showed how their situ-
ation has been graduallv aggravated by
time and by the effects of new laws., It
drew attention to the severe blows like-
wise dealtat the rights of the Catholics in
the Northwest by the ordinances of 1892,
which deprived the Catholic Schools of
their liberty of action and special character.
Then, establishing with the authority that
belongs to it and with the science by
which it is distinguished, the doctrine of
the Catholic Chuch in the matter of edu-
cation, it mentioned that parents have at
the same time the right and the duty,
both by natural and divine law, of giving
their children a Christian education ac-
cording to their Catholi¢ belief. It recall-
ed, also, that the exercise of thisright and
the free fulfilment of these obligations had
been guaranteed to the Catholics of the
Canadian Northwest, by promises the
n 08t solemn, which they did not hesitate
to violate in order to impose wpon our cc-
religionists the vexatious laws, opposed to
Justice and o all legitimate libérties, which
to-day plunge the whole conntry into the
mostdeplorable dissensions. As the petition
of onr_Bishops truthfully declared,the Cath
olics of the Dominion resent the in-
justice done to their brethren of the
Northwest, and we here reiterate their
forcible statements and their requests de-
siring to confirm in a signal mauner the
trath of their words that pastor and flock
are but one, and that together they are de-
termined to reclaim their rights by a’l the
constitutional means in their power. Our
pastors have constituted themselves the en-
lightened interpreters of those rights; we
shall be the devoted companions of them.
Therefore we'protest ‘against the fallacious
and disloyal reply of the ManitobaGovern-
ment, dated the 28th of October, 1894, to
the order of His Excellency the Governor
General in Council, dated July 26, 1894 ;
and, adapting the conclusions, ete., of the
petetion of their Lordships,the Archbishops
anl Bishops of Canada;, with them and
like them, we humbly pray for the redress
of the grievances of the Catholics of Mani-
toba and the Northwest by the disallow-
ance of the Law of 1890 and by all other
coustitutional means, according to law, in
regard to those laws and ordinances con-
cerning which this prerogative of disallow-
can no longer be exercised, and your
petitioners will ever pray until justice be
done to them.
