RIGHT LEVEL BUT WRONG
CONTRACT

In today's deal North deserved
credit for pushing the bidding to
the proper level, a small slam, and
it was not his fault that the wrong
trump suit was selected.

\
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The bidding:

‘South West  North East
1e - Pass 1@ Pass
49 Pass S Dble.
Pass Pass 6é Pass
Paas Pass

West, taking due cogniznce of his
partner’s club double, opened the
club jack, and although South
found the diamond king in fa-
vorable position, he could not win
more than eleven tricks.

This meant quite a loss to the
North -South pair, Inasmuch as a
six-heart contract would have been
ironclad. At hearts, the favorable
position of the diamond king would
have ben all that North mneeded.
since he easilv could have ruffed
his low club in dummy and thus
collected five hearts tricks, four
diamonds, the two black aces and
the club ruff.

To repeat, North deserved cred-
it for driving the bidding to a
slam and as far as he could tell
six diamonds figured to have at
least as good a chance as six hearts.
For one thing, South might have
the spade king. without the ace,
so that a spade lead up to his hand
would be far msafer than a spade
lead through it. For another, it
might be more productive to play
the hand at diamonds with four
trumps in each hand, because
North's fifth heart would then
provide a discarding opportunity.

South. however, should have ea-
lized that there could be no possi-
hle advantage and distribution be-
ing what they were, and €0 he
should have carried the bidding
back to hearts.
