Strange But True

We paid a visit to the Plymouth
Citrus Products Cooperative Plant
cne of the largest in Florida
Upon entering the m‘l‘ldlng. one
sees their products displayed. in
fancy containers. Here we picked
our guide who conducted us all
over the huge plant and pointed
out just how everything is handled
The white building near the enter-
ance, houses the Research and by-
products Division. Here, not only
is fruit tested, but an intensified
program of leaf, root, peel, and
soil analysis is out, as well
and. fertilizers. These efforts re-
sult in Al quality fruit being grown
as the formulation of insecticides
for shipment as fresh fruit or for
use in the manufacture of other
products. ~

Our' first two stops showed us
most’ of the equipment necessary
to keep this plant operating. Ten
million -gallons- of water are used
each day. This water comes from
four deep wells. The water, plus
a certain solution is used to give
the citrus fruit a bath before pack-
ing and shipping.

Our guide informed me that
that citrus - peel contains several
valuable oils which are recovered
by a ~special distilling process
Cold pressed peel oil is used as
a flavoring material and distilled
on citus: stripper oil as an indus-
trial oil.

Dried citrus pulp is ~now used
extensively as cattle feed. The
citrus peel and seeds from all
parts of the plant aret ransported
by a conveyor to the feed mill.
Here they are chopped by ham-
mermnills, dried, and bagged. The
liquids, extracted from the feed
are concentrated into citrus molas-
ses also used as cattle fodder.

At this point of the tour, each
of our groups was presented with
a smalfg‘bag of oranges, grape-
fruit, and tangerines. K
We passed on to the bacterio-
logical laboratory, where chemical
control is maintained, similar to
that used in the milk industry. In
addition to the finished product,
juice is sampled at 15 different
points, from the time it is extract-
ed until it is canned. The juice
is checked for yeast, mold, and
bacteria, both miscropically and
by innoculating into steril nutrient
agar on which yeast, mold, and
bacteria grow.

Fruit entering the concentraie
plant is graded for the last time.

It is automatically sized
juice extracted. The golden liquid
then runs through ittering
screens, where excess pwp and
seeds are taken out, and into a re-
frigerator tank, where it is cooled
and held under vacum until us-
.ed in the evaporators.

The juice entering the evapor-
ators is recirculated under vacum
at a témp. not exceeding 60 de-
gees F'; nothing is added and only
the water is removed from the
Juice. Thus, the juice loses none
of its fresh fruit flavor.

After the liquid is evaported it
is delivered to cooling tanks where
it is blended with fresh juice. Then
it is canned and lids sealed fast.
The filled cans then travel along
conveyor belts into the freeze tun-
nels, where the temp, is 40 degrees
below F. They travel for 150 feet
in about one hour, while the temp.
folls 60 «cgces F. or below. After
leaving the freeze tunnel the cans
are boxed and stored in the de-
freeze plant at 10 degrees F., for
future distribution.

Now, with the stage almost set
for the finale, South drew West's
remaining trump by leading to
dummy, ruffed the fourth dia-
mond, and then cashed the heart
ace. Now South led another heart,
and West was in.

West undoubtedly regretted his
highly superficial reasoning about
the heart king, for at this point
he was fixed. With nothing but

lead that suit, and this of course
made South’s club king good. So
the contract was home.,

‘The basis of South’s plan was
his realization that East, who was
marked with long diamonds
headed by the A-K, could not have
the ace of clubs or even the king
of hearts—with either of those
cards, he would have opened the
bidding. Thus, South did not take
the heart finesse: if he had, it
would ‘have been automatic for
West to win the trick and exit
safely.
