It is generally acknowledged
that of the three departments of
bridge—bidding, dummy play,
and defensive play—the most dif-
ficult one to master is defense.

We are reminded of this by a
superb example of defense that
took place in this deal from a
rubber bridge game.

West decided to make a short-
suit lead against three notrump.
Had he opened a diamond there |
would have been no story and de-
clarer would easily have made
his contract.

South won with the jack, led
the queen of spades which won,
and the ten of spades which lost.
Back came the queen of diamonds
from East, a most unusual play
since, with three cards headed

by an honor, the more custom-|
ary play is to lead a low card"

But East’s play was made with
Machiavellian cunning and malice
aforethought. He assumed there
was no chance to beat the con-
tract unless his partner held the
A-J of diamonds. To lead a low
diamond back would be ineffec-
tive, since declarer, -holding the
king, would undoubtedly play how
to protect the king, and thus
make the hand.

Only by pretending he had led
the queen from a Q-J combina-
tion, reasoned East, could he de-
feat the contract. If South iead
East for both honors he would
naturally duck the queen to in-
sure a diamond stopper, since
dummy had the all - important
ten.

But declarer sweated and strain-
ed and finally decided not to duck,
which would have been fatal. So
West won the king with the ace—;
and promptly returned a low!
diamond. i

He also was out to convince de-
clarer that East held the Q-J.
South was again put on his met-
tle to guess the true situation. To
put up the ‘ten from dummy
would be disastrous if it turned
out that East actually had the
jack.

The best hope, though South, |
once East was conceded to have |
the jack, was that West held the
nine, in which case playing Jow
from dummy was mandatory.
When he did play low, East won |
the nine, returned a diamond,
and declarer went down one.

3-Storey Fall |
Proves Fatal

TORONTO (CP) — Guitarist!
Raymond Norris, 42, died in hos- |
pital Wednesday night fr o m in-|
Juries suffered early in the day
in a three - storey fall from an
apartment building window.

Norris, a CBC television per-
former, suffered a crushed skull.

A Saskatoon native, he came
here from Vancouver three
months ago.

Police described the fall as ac-
cidental after questioning his 47-
year-old wife, Marlene, The acci-
dent happened after a party in
the apartment of Eugene (Bud)
Smalley, a television producer.

Police said Norris and his wife
were waiting for an elevator in
the hall of the apartment build-
ing when an argument arose
over whether he would drive his
car home or take a taxi. Mrs.
Norris told police that her hus-
band pulled away from her when
the elevator doors opened, trip-
ped over a metal bar at the bot-
tom of the window and fell
through the glass.

He landed on the tar - and-
gravel roof of the marquee over
the front door of the building.

John Moseley, driver of the
taxi Mrs. Norris had ordered,
was standing under the marquee
ringing the door buzzer when
Norris fell.

Police said Norris, who played
on the TV show “PM Party,”
visited the Smalleys early in the
evening while his wife attended
a stockbrokers’ party. She joined
him at 2 a. m. and they left a
few hours later.

34 Escape
In Crash

VIENNA (AP)—An Air France
Constellation plowed into the
mud 1% miles short of the
Vienna airport Christmas Ewve.
The four-engined plane burst into
flames but all 34 persons aboard
got out before it exploded.

Three of the 34 persons aboard
—28 passengers and six crew—
were admitted to hospital

Poor visibility apparently con-
tributed to the accident.

The plane had left Paris early
Christmas eve. It made a sched-
uled stop in Munich but had to
delay its takeoff until ice melted
from the wings.
