means, then, of longevity, of worldly pro-
sperity, of individual elevation of charac-
ter, every citizen will not only do what is
possible in himsell to sccure a religious
observanee of the Sabbath day, will’ not
only countenance and encourage others
to do the same, but will volunteer his pe-
cuniary aid to further these things in the
community around hiv,—Jlall's Journal.
