yard wide unbleached cotton sheeting,
that can be bought for seven or eight
cents per_yard, and tack it up on the
sunny side of the barn or board fence.
Then prepare the following wixture,
namely :—For one gallon of linseed oil
add about two pounds of heeswax, to be
simmered together, and when taken
from the fire add about a quart of Japan.
When it is cold, it should be about the
thickness of paint. If too thin, add more
oil—then paint the cloth over on one
side only, with a common painter'’s
brush, and after drying a day or two,
take itdown and cut it into squares—
then pick up stones of about six oreight
ounces each, and get the females of the
family to sew oue into each corner and
the thing is completed.
