All forms of
arsenic are taken—the pure arseii-,
the red sulphide and the yellow sul-
phid>, or orpiment.

The arsenic eaters begin with a d e
about the size of a pinhead, and in-
crease this amount gradually untl
they are taking a plece about the sz>
of a pea.

The habit is generally begun at tha
age of fiftcen and continued up to the
2ges of soventy and seventy-five. 'l he
users of hidri, as arsenic 1is knowa
among the peasants, are generally long-
lived p-ople, but unless at the age ol
fifty they commence to gradually ds-
continue the use of it, © 'y inveriably
die a sudden dealh, and the fact thit
death occas’‘onal'y occurs from yolson-
ing by hidri cating shows that even the
Styrians are not invincible to the deadly
effects of this drug.

The reason for this custom iz as-
serted by roms to be for their persar al
appraraace, but the fact that th- ! abit
exists priccipally among the male> sex
disproves this. It is sa’'d ly the pras-
ants themselves that it is don> to make
them strong and healthy, and they
