The Shaws are descended from Shaw
Beg Mackintosh, the hero of the disgusting
fight of the North Inch of Perth. He was
probably a son of Ferchar, chicf of the
Mackintoshes. He was succeeded by his
son James. James had two sons, Alexan-
der and Adam. He was killed at the battle
of Harlaw in 1411. Alexander, Alasdir
Ciar, obtained a heritable right to Rothi-
murchus in 1464. He married a daughter
.f Stewsrt of Kincardine, by whom he had
John, his successor, Alexander, James,
Ferchar and Iver. John was succeeded by
his son Allan. Allan sold Rothimurchus
in 1539. He was succeeded in the chief.
rainship of the Shaws by his son James,
James had a son named Allan, who died
without issue. He had also apparently
another son named Alexander.

The Shaws called themselves Mackin-
toshes at least during the time that they
owned Rothimurchus. They may or may
not have been the clan Chevill of Wyn-
town, Major, and other writers,

came proprietor of Tordarroch. He died
without issue, and was succeeded by his
brother Bean.

Robert had three sons,
Alexander his successor, Donald and
William. Alexander was succeeded by his
son Angus, and Angus by his son Alex-
ander. Alexander was a lieutenant in the
army.

Andrew. Claudius was a Colonel in the
army. He married Archange, daughter of
Angus, 26th chief of the Mackintoshes.
Alexander Mackintosh Shaw, the historian
of the cian Chattan is his grandson.
Alexander, Alasdir Og, 21d son of
Alasdir Ciar, was the progenitor of the
Shaws of Dell. James, 3rd son of Alasdir
Ciar, was the progenitor of the Shaws of
Dalnavert.

It is almost certain that Alexander Shaw,
of Achnachaitnich, known as Alasdir
Ruadh, was the son of James, son of Allan
of Rothimurchus. It is also almost certain
that James Shaw of Tulochgrve in Rothi-
murchus, was Alasdir Ruadh's son. James
married a daughter of Robert Farquharson,
1st of Invercauid, by whom he had James
of Crathinard. James.of Cathinard was a
poet. A love song composed by him will
be found in the Gaelic Bards from 1715 to
1765. He married Ann, daughter and
heiress ¢! John MacHardy of Crathie, by
whom he had Duncaa, his heir. Duocan
sold Carthinard in 1710. He was married
and had seven sons. He died in 1726.

THE FARQUHARSONS.

Farquahar, Fearchair Beg, fourth son of
Alasdir Ciar Shaw or Mackintosh, was the
progevitor of the Farquharsons.  He
settied near the Linn of Dee. He had a
son named Donald. Donald, Domhnull
MacFheararchair, had two sons, Farquhar
and Finlay. Farquhar removed to Athole,
and was the progeuitor of the Farquharsons
of Perthshire, Finlay succeeded his father
in Strathdee.
Finlay, Fionnla Mor,was the rea! founder
of the clan Farquhar or clan Finlay of Brae-
mar. They are called Farquhars after his
grandfather and Finlaysons or Mackinlays
after himself.

Fhionnlaidh Bhraidh-Mhar.”
Finlay was killed at the battle of Pinkie
in 15647. He was married twice and had
nive sons, William, James, Alexander,
John, Donald, Robert, Lachlan, Finlay and
George. William died without male issue.
James purchased Castleton in Braemar. He
died without issue. Alexandera only son
also died without issue. John settled in
Craigniety in Glenisla, where his descend-
ants resided for a long time. Donald suz-
ceeded his brother James in Castleton.
Robert occupied Invercauld.  Lachlau ac-
quired Brouchdearg by marriage.  Finlay
ived in Achreachan in Glenlivet. George
lived in Deskry.
Donald of Castleton, 5th son of Fionnla
Mor, had four sons, Deuald Og, his succes-
sor in Castleton ; Robert, founder of the
iamily of Fiozesn ; Alexander, founder of
the family of Allanquoich; and Jawes,
founder of the family of luverey. Donald
died sbout 1600.
Donald Og, ‘‘the pride of Braemar,” ex-
changed Castleton for Movaitrie. He mar-
ried Margaret, daughter of GGocdon of Aber-
geldie, by whom he bad Donald and Charles.
He fought under Montrose at the battle of
Laverlochy i 1645, He was killed at Aber-
deen a few weeks afterwards Donald, his
elder son, died unmarried. Charles sold Mon-
altrie to Alexander, youngest son of Alex
ander Farquharson, of Invercauld.

He had five sons, William, John,
lewis of Archindryne, James of Tullocheoy,
and Donald. He was succeeded in Inverey
by his eldest son, William.
Lewis of Achindryne married Margaret,
daughter of Farquharson of Allanquoich, by
whom he had Alexander, John, William,
Donsld, &harles, and James. John and
Charles were priests. The former had &
valusble manuscript collection of G ic
poetry. He deposited it in- the Roman
Catholic College at Douay in 1772. It was
unfortunately destroyed.
William, second of Inverey, had two sons,
John, his successor, and Charles of Balmoral.

A Prucky Lap.—The Halifax Chron-
icle says : Musquodoboit has & plucky lad
in the person of Raymond Archibald, aged
11 years, son of Mr. P. G. Archibald. He
went to the barn the other morning before
daylight to feed oattle. While getting
down from the scaffsld he lost his balance
and fell, upsetting the lantern. The flumes
from the lantern set fire to the hay and
straw on the floor- The lad, however,
showed great presence of mind by throwing
the lantern out of the barn and then thr w-
ing himself on top of the burning straw,
and by the free use of his cap managed to
put out the flames. He then ran out of
doors and put out the flumes of the lantern,
at the same time shouting *‘fire.” When
help arrived there were still sparks among
the straw. The plucky l4d thus prevented
a conflagration and gave an exhibition of
pluck and common-sense not often found
in boys of his tender years.

Bupa Pesta, Jan. 27.—An explosion
from s cause still uaknown took place in &
coal mine at Takod, near Gran, this morn-
ing. Fire broke out immediately after
the explosion snd it is still burning.
About 150 men were in the mine at the
time. The bodies of nineteen men killed
by the thock were taken from the shaft
T'he work of rescue was then suspended, as
the smoke was so dense that the rescue
party were unable to remain below. Abou
130 men are still in the mine. Machinery
has been taken out from Gran to partially
flood the mine.
