state, being covered with brush-wood and
forest trees, there cannot be a doubt, but that
the intention of leaseing the Common was, that
this combustible matter should be removed.

n this opinion your Committee feel them-
selves confirmed, ‘as they find the Act for
leasing the Common was Tepealed in 1309, the
the 49th year of Geo. IIl. forty years ago, a
time when the incumbrances were removed,
the desired effect of the act haying been necom.
plished.

In searching the Records of the Register
Office, your Committee find, Lieutenant Gover-
nor Fanning caused the Common to be laid off
into thirt[y-six blocks of land, containing twelve
acres cach, which were granted away i
