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the leaves being left bare.  If rainy wea-
ther follows, the cuttings strike immediate-
ly; if dry, they must be watered until they

o strike. In filteen or twenty days, the
roots begin to form, and at the same
time lateral branches appear, which are
carefully removed from time to time, to
facilitate the swelling of the roots. In go-

neral, one plant produces two or three tu-¢

bers (rhizomes), which are of a coffee-
colour externally, but consist nternally of|
a white, opaline, very friable, slightly milky,
cellular mass, filled ‘with flour, which solt-
ens and dries in cooking till it acquires a
taste aud quality of a potato, ** for which it
might be mistnken”’—possibly in taste, cer-
tainly not in appearance.

THE NEW BRUNSWICK PROHIBITORY LIQUOR LAW
SANCTIONED BY HER MAJESTY :

The receipt from Fredericton, on Saturda;
the Royal Gazelte Extra, dated 2lst Dee., con-
taining an order in Council allowing the
“Act to_prevent the importation, manufacture,
and traffie in intoxicating liquors, ** passed at
the last session of the -Legislature of this Pro-
vince, to be left to its opes uts au end to
all further speculation on the subject of the law
in question going into effect on the Ist of January
next.

We expressed our opposition o the measure
before it passed the Legislature, on ‘account of|
the arbiteary nature of its provisions, and the pro-
bability, that it would interfere with onr trade
with other countries; but now that has been
decided by the British Gayernment not 10 inter-
fere with the commercial relations and treaties
Great Britain with other countries, and that it
is to become the law of the land, it should be
respected by all law-abiding subjects, and'if its
ons are found to be of so detrimental a
pponents, when
the measure wa rapeal will be
called for, by the voice of public opinion—a
power that eannot be long disregarded. But if,
on the other hand, as some of iis advocales
expect, the law will prove of essential benefit,

s ways, to the community at large, and
great part of whose earn-
ings have hitherto een wasied on the ** poison-
ous draught,” by causing them to spend the
means for food, clothing and comforts for them-
selves and families that they now expend on
liquor.

A very general opiniou prevails among a large
portion of this community that it will be_fuund

enforced, and we are informed, that arrangements
have already been made for this purpose.

1f our Temperance riends are correct in think-
ing, that ardent spirits can be excluded from ths
Province, the loss of revenug may possibly be
very trifling, as the money now expended on
Tiquors, might then be expended on_articles sub-
ject to duty, the increased consumption of which
