whistle. Sach apt pupilsin music are
mtoy of them, thatif they had preper
facilities and efficient tutors they would
be no disgrace whatever either to the

most eminent Composers Or to the most
secomplished musicians, In different
parts of Europe, particularly in Russia
wud Hungary, many gypsies have
become very popular as sidgers io
cathedrals and churches and have often
been employed to sing before princes
und f.shiovab!e assemblies, bowprivate
and public. In Spain some vf the
Giitanos sre theatrical performers, and

Case. ere not infrequentin whieh they
have attained great efficiency ard
popularity. In Hungary a writer re

lates of knowing several gypsy women
who were popular as pubiic singer-,
and one in parti ular, whose voice wis

of such remarkable sweetness that she
wus almost consiantly engaged in sing-
ing at ecoacerts given in the private
mansions of the rich and ooble for
many miles around, and tor which she
was always very muaificently pad—
