Slightly over 30 percent of the cur«
rent taxes had been collected, he
said, and a $500.00 bond on the
Main Street concrete pavement had
been retired. The balance to be
retired is now $1500.00. He also
sald that the arrears presently
totalled about $800.00, the bulk of
which was unpaid poll tax.

Mayor Yeo presented approxim-
ately $20.00 paid in by those who
had received some of the surplus
gravel used on the paved streets.
The clerk was instructed to bill
those still outstanding.

Considerable  discussion  took
place regarding license fees, and it
was moved that all license fees
from non-resident contractors, lab-
ourers, carpenters, electricians,
plumbers, painters, masons, etc.,
will  be collected according to
Section 172 of the tdwn by-laws.
