1t is now exactly seven years since the Ot-
tawa pacts were negotiated, and experience has
abundantly vindicated the faith of the statesmen
whose vision was embodied in them. Foremost
among those statesmen was Rt. Hon. R. B. Ben-
nett, then Prime Minister of Canada, whose in-
itiative made possible the holding of that mo-
mentous conference, and whose tenacity of pur-
pose brought its deliberations to splendid frui-
tion. If Mr. Bennett had achieved nothing else
of note during his five years’ tenure of the
Premiership of Canada, the Ottawa trade agree-
ments would in themselves constitute a monu-
ment of statesmanship comparable with the
great work of the Fathers of Confederation.
