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UPPER CANADA.

The Legislature of Upper Canada met on the
31st ult. The following is the Speech of his
Excellency Sir John Colborne on the occasion.

Hon. Gentlemen of the Legislative Council, and
Gentlemen of the House of Assembly.

" The continued Emigration unprecedented as
regards the industry and capilal transferred
to this country from the parent state, is by its
beneficial influence, forcing the Province ra-
pidly forward, and opening to you the fairest
prospects. Your deliberations, therefore, can-
not but render this Sessiod of peculiar impor-
tance to the general interests of the Colony.

You will learn with satisfaction, that the po-
pulation has increased not less than a fourth
since the reports forwarded for your informa
tion last session ; that the Emigrants, with few
exceptions. are fully occupied in the districts
in which they are established ; and that the ex-
tensive agricultural improvements, and actual
cultivation, prowmises support and employment
for our conntrymen whom the current of events
may induce to fix their abode in this part of
the Empire.

In directing your attention to these favo
rable results, you will find that under existing
circumstances no subject ismore closely con-
nected with the immediate prosperity” of the
colony or requires an imrediate consideration,
than the anticipated progressive increase 1n
the number of Emigrants, that will from this
season annually flow into the Canadas.

The Rideau Canal has been completed by
the exertions and perseverance of the Officer
who had charge of that great national worl,
The chief advantages of this navigation, can-
not be attained while the unfinished works on
the River Ottawa obstrnct the passage into
the St. Lawrence; but with reference to the
degree of improvement,—which the colony
has reached, and the interest of the parent
State, it must be obvious to yon who are ac-

ainted with the districts intersected by the
1iduu and adjoining Lakes, and with the ave-
nues to eternal commerce recently opened ;
that the expenditure incurred in thus accele-
rating the developement of your resources,
will produce in every respect a profitable re-
torn.

The arbitrators appointed to ajust the claims
on lhaJurl of Upper Canada, to a proportion
of the duties levied at Quebec, have not agreed
enany satisfatory arrangements, a third arbi-
trator will be nominated by the King,in con-
formity 1o the British Act passed in the third
year of his late Majesty’s reign,

ation of the sum arising from the sale of Lands
formerly set apart for Grammer Schools, and
not alienated by the authority of his Majesty’s
Government ; the accounts of the Board under
whose controul the School Reserves have been
hitherto placed will be delivered overto the
King’s Receiver General at theclose of the
year—In this instance of the consideration of
the king in complying with the prayer of the
address of the House of Assembly, you will
perceive the solicitude of His Majesty to pro-
mote the wishes of the Province.

1t will be for you to decide upon the prac-
tical inode of applying to the intended object,
the school funds; and whether it may not be
more desirable to appoint a commission to car-
ry into effect the measures of the Legislature
in regard to the distribution of the proceeds of
these Lands, than to dispose of themn by annual
vote. Whatever course you may deem il expedi-
entto pursue, it will be gratifying to me to con-
cur in such enactment as may appear best cal-
culated to secure the interests of the people,

Asa proof
of the respectability of the emigrants, let us
state one fact, namely, that during the present
summer, three hund’red thousand sovereigns
havebeen deposited in the Bank of Upper Cana-

fa! What may not be expectel froin such an
influx of population and capital?
Prosperity, alinost equal in extent wonld at-

tend the province of Lower Canada, but from
the benighted spirit which there prevails among
a party of politicians, who are unhappily able
fo paralyse all the effects of the mother coun-
try, and all the good intentions of the local go-
vernment, The impediments thrown in the
way of emigration anl other disabilities which
Lower Canada, from her local position and po-
litical system, throws in the way of the Upper
Province, have induced the peopleof the lat-
ter colony to seek fur the acquisition of Mon-
trea', in order that they may enjoy a port of
theirown, nnshackled by the obstancy and an.
tiquated doginas of the French "Canadian
S:hool.  Montreal herselfis even desirons of
the change. Gaspe, another large district in
Lower Canada, which has by a conrse of the
most illegal, nnjnst and tyrannical conluct
ever witnessed in a civilized country, being
deprived of her _representative in Parliament
by the House of Assembly of that provinece-
secka to <@ arate herself from hor unnut iral pa.
