In it Bishop Stockwood sought |
to shoot down a proposed new |
schedule of fees for lawyers re-
quired to officiace at churcn
ceremonies.

He emphasized that he was |
not against lawyers and ecourt |
officials being paid — probably
they were not getting enough—
but many of the ceremonies
themselves could be eliminated.

The enthronement of bishops
was a “curious charade” and
church officials were “victims
of a paraphernalia which s
archaic, wasteful and expen- |
sive."

The suggested fee for the ele-
vation of & bishop was £205.
Dr. Stockwood said he once or- |
dained an American on behalf |
of an American hbishop, wit- |
nessed the oaths himself, and
all it cost was sixpence—for the
postage stamp on a letter in-
forming the bishop that he had
carried out the ordination ac-
cording to requirements.

Recalling his own confirma-
tion, consecration and enthrone-
ment, Dr. Stockwood said there
were 'a_number of lawyers and
court officials present and they |
had fo be satisfied on three |
points: *“That 1 really was
Mervyn Stockwood: that I was
born in wedlock; and that T was
born a free man and not a

OTTAWA (CP)—Sales of fluid |
milk and cream in milk equiv
alent rose three per cent in May
{0 524,642,000 pounds compared
wich the same month last year,
the Dominion Bureau of Statis-
ties said Wednesday,

This brought sales in the Jan-
uary-May period to 2,615,601,000
pounds, up four per cent from
a year earlier.

May sales were down two per
cent in Prince Edward Island

2,272,000 pounds, two per
cent in Nova Scotia to 16,528,
000 pounds and three per cent
in New Brunswick to 13,831,000
pounds.

Sales rose In May In Quebec
by five per cent to 159,634,000
pounds, in Ontario by two per
cent to 197,167,000, In Manitoba
by one per cent to 27,701,000, in
Saskatchewan by three per cent
to 30,490,000, in Alberta by one
per cent to 32994000 and in
British Columbia by four per
cent to 44,025,000 pounds.
